Okay, all right, but anyway, we're giving you ... what we're
zaying to you is you must pay 1t at the rate of L£50 every three
weeks, starting in three weeks' time from today. Now, the way

you pay it ... T don't know if you ever visit Jersey bult you will .

what ... send the money order to The Viscount's Department?
Your advocate will tell you how to do that but what you must do
iz to send ... if you don't come to Jersey, send the money by

money order.

ADVOCATE: He can make arrangements with his bank, Sir.

BAILIFF: Thatts right, that's an even better way, tell the bank
te pay £5C to the Viscount and your advocaté will tell you how to
do that in Jersey. Right? Now, let's be quite c¢lear zbout this -~
£50 every three weeks starting three weeks from today. Now, you
know that if, in fact, you fail to pay £50 every three weeks,

you can be arrested and put in prison in Jersey 1if you =zet foot

in this Island. Right? Yes, in default; I'm saying if you fail
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to pay in the way we've sald. you understand that, don't you?
That's right. Now, the default will be six months' impriscnment
g0 1t's £400 or six months and if yvou fail, then the amount of
prison that you serve will be In proportion to the amount which
is still ocutstanding; in other words, if you don't pay any at
all, you'll serve the full six months subject, of course, to
remission. Is that quite clear? &c it's £400 fine or six
months! imprisonment and you pay at the rate cof £50 every three

weeks starting in three weeks' time.
