Citation, commencement and extent

1—(1) These Regulations may be cited as the Animahlti (Miscellaneous Fees and
Amendments) (Scotland) Regulations 2013 and ex@&totland only.

I nterpretation

Refund of fees

EXPLANATORY NOTE
(This note is not part of the Regulations)

These Regulations make provision to consolidate iacdease fees payable to the Scottish
Ministers in the field of animal health. The powearssection 2(2) of the European Communities
Act 1972 are exercised in relation to regulatican8l 11 of these Regulations.
