No. 2) Order 2015 and comes into force on 11th January 2016.

Interpretation

2. In this Order, “the Act” means the Procurement Reform (Scotland) Act 2014.

Appointed day

3. The day appointed for the coming into force of sections 10, 13, 20 and 26 of the Act is 11th
January 2016.

Section 20 covers guidance on the preparation and publication of procurement strategies and annual
procurement reports.

Section 26 covers guidance on community benefit requirements.
Sections 41, 42, 43, 44, 45 and 46 came into force on 17th June 2014 (the day of Royal Assent).
