JUDGMENT

This has been a remote hearing which has been consented to by the
parties.

(1) The claim for breach of contract (unpaid wages/holiday pay) fails and is
dismissed (Employment Tribunals Extension of Jurisdiction (England
and Wales) Order 1994).

(2) The claim for unauthorised deduction of wages (unpaid wages/holiday
pay) (S.23 Employment Rights Act 1996) fails and is dismissed.
