CHAPTER 58. 
An Act to amend the Law respecting Accumulations. A.D. 1892. 

[28th June 1892.] 

PE it enacted by the Queen's most Excellent Majesty, by and 
with the advice and consent of the Lords Spiritual and 

Temporal, and Commons, in this present Parliament assembled, 
and by the authority of the same, as follows : 

1._ No person shall, after the passing of this Act, settle or No accumula-

profits, or income thereof shall be wholly or partially accumulated 
minority. 

for the purchase of land only, for any longer period than during 
the minority or respective minorities of any person or persons 
who under the uses or trusts of the instrument directing such 
accumulation would for the time being, if of full age, be entitled 
to receive the rents, issues, profits, or income so directed to be 
accumulated.
