The A428 Trunk Road (Eltisley, Cambridgeshire) 
(Derestriction) Order 2013 

Made - - - - 15th April 2013 

Coming into force - - 29th April 2013 

The Secretary of State for Transport makes the following Order in exercise of the powers 
conferred by sections 82(2)(a) and 83(1) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984(a):

1. This Order may be cited as the A428 Trunk Road (Eltisley, Cambridgeshire) (Derestriction) 
Order 2013 and shall come into force on 29th April 2013. 

2. The A428 Trunk Road at Eltisley in the County of Cambridgeshire, from a point 169 metres 
west of the centre line of its junction with the B1040, west of Eltisley, to a point 312 metres east 
of the centre line of its junction with the B1040 St Ives Road, east of Eltisley, shall cease to be a 
restricted road for the purpose of section 81 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984. 

3. No speed limit imposed by this Order shall apply to any vehicle falling within regulation 3(4) 
of the Road Traffic Exemptions (Special Forces) (Variation and Amendment) Regulations 
2011(b) when used in accordance with regulation 3(5) of those Regulations.

EXPLANATORY NOTE 

(This note is not part of the Order) 

This Order will restore the national speed limit of 60 miles per hour to the A428 Trunk Road 
where, by virtue of the existence of street lighting, the speed limit has previously been restricted to 
30 miles per hour.
