WHEREAS the Secretary of State for Transport, béfregtraffic authority for the A1089 Trunk
Road, is satisfied that traffic should be restdctnd prohibited on a length of that road and
restricted on some of those connecting roads bec&asks are proposed to be executed thereon:

NOW, THEREFORE, the Secretary of State, in exercitehe powers conferred by section
14(1)(a) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 hereby makes the following Order:-

1. This Order may be cited as the A1089 Trunk Roadrélfoot Interchange — Tilbury Docks)

(Temporary Restriction and Prohibition of Traffidyder 2013 and shall come into force on 20th
July 2013.

2. In this Order:
“the trunk road” means the A1089 Trunk Road inBloeough of Thurrock;

“the length of trunk road” means both carriagewafghe trunk road between points 100
metres north of the A126 (Marshfoot Road) overleidg Marshfoot Interchange and 80
metres north of the access to Tilbury Docks, iniclgdAsda roundabout;

“lay-by” means an area of carriageway, intendedttier waiting of vehicles, bounded partly
by a road marking on the outer edge of that casnigy complying with diagram 1010 in
Schedule 6 to the Traffic Sighs Regulations andeB@mirections 2002);

“an A1089 lay-by” means the lay-by in —

(i) the southbound carriageway of the trunk road 200esaorth of Asda roundabout,
or

(ii) the northbound carriageway of the trunk road 20@esenorth of Asda roundabout;
"a slip road” means —

(i) anyroad leading to or from the southbooadiageway of the trunk road at
Marshfoot Interchange (A126), or

(i) any road leading to or from the northbound carmeme of the trunk road at
Marshfoot Interchange (A126);

3. Subject as mentioned in articles 5 and 6 belowperson shall, during a first works period,
cause or permit any vehicle to enter or proceedrimait on, an A1089 lay-by.

4. Subject as mentioned in articles 5 and 6 belovperson shall, during a second works period,
drive any motor vehicle at a speed exceeding 58smpkr hour on the length of trunk road or a
slip road.

5. The provisions of articles 3 and 4 above shallyapply at such times and to such extent as
shall from time to time be indicated by traffic 138y
6. (1) Nothing in article 3 above shall apply to -
(a) a vehicle being used in connection with thed sairks;

(b) a vehicle being used for police, ambulances &nd rescue authority or traffic officer
purposes;

(c) anything done at the direction of, or with fiermission of, a constable or traffic officer
in uniform; or

(d) any vehicle being used for winter maintenanagpses.

(2) Nothing in article 4 above shall apply to aethbeing used for police, ambulance or fire
and rescue authority purposes and to vehiclesgaiiithin regulation 3(4) of the Road Traffic
Exemptions (Special Forces) (Variation and Amendin®egulations 201&a] when used in
accordance with regulation 3(5) of those Regulation
