WHEREAS the Secretary of State for Transport, beting traffic authority for the AL1(M)
Motorway (“the A1(M)”), the Al Trunk Road (“the Al"and connecting roads, is satisfied that
traffic on a length of that motorway, lengths ohtthrunk road and on some of those connecting
roads in the City of Peterborough and Counties amfridgeshire and Rutland, should be
restricted and prohibited because works are praptwsbe executed thereon:

NOW, THEREFORE, the Secretary of State, in exerobehe powers conferred by section
14(1)(a) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 198y (hereby makes the following Order: -

1. This Order may be cited as the A1(M) Motorway #m A1l Trunk Road (Junction 17 Fletton
Parkway, Peterborough to Tinwell, Rutland) (Temppmestriction and Prohibition of Traffic)
Order 2013 and shall come into force on 15th JAQ32

2. In this Order —

“tip of the nosing” means, as indicated by the nragk on the carriageway, the first point
where an entry slip road joins, or the last poihere an exit slip road leaves, the carriageway
of the motorway or the trunk road;

“Junction 17" means the A1(M)/A605 Peterboroughvi®er Area/A1139 Fletton Parkway
Interchange Junction 17;

“Alwalton Junction”, “Wansford Interchange”, “Canmgier Lodge Junction”, “Wothorpe
Junction” and “Tinwell Road Interchange”, mean, pexgively, the A1/A605 Alwalton

Interchange Cambridgeshire, the A1/A47 Wansforériiitange City of Peterborough, the
A1/B1081 London Road Carpenters Lodge Junction @ityPeterborough, the A1/A43
Wothorpe Junction City of Peterborough and the AL/AL Tinwell Road Interchange
Rutland;

“the motorway” means the northbound carriagewathef A1(M) from a point 2550 metres
south of the tip of the nosing, to the tip of tlesimg, of the exit slip road at Junction 17;
“the first lengths of trunk road” mean the A1 —

“the second lengths of trunk road” mean the Al —

(a) northbound carriageway from the tip of the ngsof the exit slip road at Junction 17 to
the tip of the nosing of the entry slip road at Wospe Junction, and

(b) southbound carriageway from the tip of the ngsof the exit slip road at Wothorpe
Junction to the tip of the nosing of the entry sbpd at Junction 17;

“a first slip road” means the exit slip road frohet —
(a) northbound carriageway of the A1(M) at Junttl@, and
(b) southbound carriageway of the A1 at Wothowgeetlon;
“a second slip road” means the Al -
(@) northbound -
(i) entry slip road at Junction 17,
(ii) exit and entry slip roads at Alwalton Interchange,
(i) exit and entry slip roads to and from New LanehiStigton,
(iv) exit and entry slip roads at Wansford Interchange,
(v) exit and entry slip roads at Carpenters Lodge damcand
(vi) exit slip road leading to Racecourse Road, soutbampenters Lodge Junction,
(b) southbound —
(i) exit and entry slip roads at Wansford Interapan
(ii) exit slip road to Church Lane, Stibbington,
(i) exit and entry slip roads to and from the @deat North Road, Stibbington,
(iv) exit and entry slip roads at Alwalton Inteestye, and
(v) exit slip road at Junction 17, and
(vi) exit and entry slip roads at Carpenters Lodgection;

“lay-by” means an area of carriageway intendedtierwaiting of vehicles, bounded partly by
a road marking on the outer edge of that carriagee@mplying with diagram 1010 in
Schedule 6 to the Traffic Signs Regulations ande@&dnDirections 2002); and in this
definition "carriageway" means a way constitutimgcomprised in a trunk road (other than a
cycle track) over which the public have a rightwafy for the passage of vehicles and which
has a surface suitable for the exercise of that;rig

“works” mean replacement of road markings and road stuttseoA1(M) and Al;

“the works period” means the period starting a00lhours on Wednesday 17th July 2013
and ending when the works have been completed,;

“a works period” means a period of 8 hours starah@1.00 hours on Wednesday 17th July
2013 or on any subsequent day until the works baes completed;

and a reference to an article followed by a nunbarreference to the article in this Order which
bears that number.

3. Subject as mentioned in articles 6 and 7 no pesbati, during a works period, cause or
permit any vehicle to be driven at a speed exceesiihmiles per hour on the motorway, the first
lengths of trunk road or a first slip road or 10asiper hour on the second length of trunk road.

4. Subject as mentioned in articles 6 and 7 no peséafl, during a works period, cause or
permit any vehicle to enter or proceed in the sddengths of trunk road or a second slip road.

5. Subject as mentioned in articles 6 and 7 no pesbafi, during the works period, cause or
permit any vehicle to enter or proceed in any lgybjacent to the second lengths of trunk road.

6. The provisions of articles 3, 4 and 5 shall agpily during such times and to such extent as
shall, from time to time, be indicated by traffigrss.

7. The provisions of articles 4 and 5 shall not agplgny vehicle -
(a) being used for or in connection with the waok$or traffic officer purposes,
(b) being used for police, fire and rescue authiaitambulance purposes,
(c) proceeding at the direction, or with the pesiug, of a constable, or a traffic officer in
uniform, or

(d) requiring access to or from properties whiah accessible from, and only from, the trunk
road;

and nothing in article 3 shall apply to a vehicbing used for a purpose specified in paragraph (b)
of this article or to a vehicle falling within relgtion 3(4) of the Road Traffic Exemptions
(Special Forces) (Variation and Amendment) Regueti20114) when used in accordance with
regulation 3(5) of those Regulations.
