The A66 Trunk Road (Whinfell Centerparc to TempiavBrby)

(Temporary Prohibition and Restriction of Traff@yder 2013

WHEREAS the Secretary of State for Transport b#iegraffic authority for the A66 Trunk Road is
satisfied that traffic on sections of that trunledadn the District of Eden in the County of Cumbpria
should be prohibited and restricted because waoekpraposed to be executed thereon:

NOW, THEREFORE, the Secretary of State, in exemigbe powers conferred by section 14(1)(a)
of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, hereby makes the following Order:-

This Order may be cited as the A66 Trunk Road @feiliCenterparc to Temple Sowerby)
(Temporary Prohibition and Restriction of Traffloyder 2013 and shall come into force on
4th August 2013.

In this Order:
“the trunk road” means the A66 Trunk Road;

“central reservation” means that part of the trovéd which separates its carriageways for
the safety and guidance of vehicular traffic usirag road;

"the tip of the nosing of the central reservatiomdans the first point at which the single
carriageway section diverges to become two sepeaategeways;

“the first length of carriageway” means the trumiad, from a point 565 metres west of
the centreline of the junction with the Centerpaccess road to the tip of the nosing of
the central reservation by Whinfell House;

“the second length of carriageway” means the tnaad, from a point 165 metres west of
the centreline of the junction with the Centerpaccess road to a point 707 metres west
of the tip of the nosing of the central reservatigni/Vhinfell House;

“layby” means an area of carriageway intendedtierwaiting of vehicles and bounded
partly by a traffic sign of the type shown in diagr 1010 in Schedule 6 to the Traffic
Signs Regulations 20a2(and partly by the outer edge of that carriagemayhe same

side of the road as that on which the sign is glacand in this definition "carriageway"
means any way (other than a cycle track) comprisetthe trunk road over which the

public have a right of way for the passage of Meliand which has a surface suitable for
the exercise of that right;

“the first layby to be closed” means the layby adja to the trunk road that begins 405
metres east of the centreline of the Centerparessamad,;

“the second layby to be closed” means the laybpaadjt to the trunk road that begins
779 metres east of the centreline of the Centerguaness road;

“a local road” means a road leading to and froenttink road;

“the local road” means the Hornby Hall access rtmmhted 456 metres east of the
centreline of the Centerparcs access road;

“works” means pavement works on the trunk road; an

“the works period” means a period starting atl060urs on Monday 5 August 2013 and
ending at 2359 hours on Sunday 11 August 2013. Meryevork may start and continue
beyond these dates for such period not exceedinghd®&hs as shall be required to
complete the works.

Subject as mentioned in articles 8 and 9 of thide® during the works period, no person
shall cause or permit any vehicle to be driverhmfirst length of carriageway at a speed
exceeding 40 miles per hour.

Subject as mentioned in articles 8 and 9 of@hider, during the works period, no person
shall cause or permit any vehicle to be drivenhie $econd length of carriageway at a
speed exceeding 10 miles per hour whilst traffgnsiof a character authorised under
Section 64 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 19&dicating “convoy working” on that
length of road are displayed.

Subject as mentioned in article 8 of this Ordering the works period, no person shall
cause or permit any vehicle to overtake a movirtgole in the first or second length of
carriageway, or make a ‘U’ turn in the second laraftcarriageway.

Subject as in article 8 of this Order no persoallslduring the works period, cause or
permit any motor vehicle to enter or proceed infits or second layby to be closed.

Subject as mentioned in article 8 of this Ordempeoson shall, during the works period,
cause or permit any vehicle to enter or leave rilnektroad at its junction with the local
road.

The provisions of articles 3, 4, 5, 6 and 7 @ tArder shall apply only during such times
and to such extent as shall from time to time licated by traffic signs, and shall not
apply to a vehicle being used for emergency pumpdsethe police, fire and rescue
authority or ambulance services or anything dortbeadirection, or with the permission,
of a constable, or a traffic officer in uniform.

And nothing in article 5, 6 and 7 of this Order Ifla@ply to any vehicle being used in
connection with the said works or by traffic offise
