The M20 Motorway (Junctions 10 — 9, Londonbound)
(Temporary Restriction and Prohibition of Traff@yder 2013

WHEREAS the Secretary of State for Transport, béegtraffic authority for the M20 Motorway
and connecting roads, is satisfied that trafficudthde restricted and prohibited on lengths of that
motorway and prohibited on some of those connedatiagls because works are proposed to be
executed thereon:

NOW, THEREFORE, the Secretary of State, in exerobehe powers conferred by section
14(1)(a) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 198¢hereby makes the following Order:-

1. This Order may be cited as the M20 Motorway (Jonst10 — 9, Londonbound) (Temporary
Restriction and Prohibition of Traffic) Order 2048d shall come into force on 24th August 2013.
2. In this Order:
“the motorway” means the M20 Motorway near Ashfordhe County of Kent;

“the first length of carriageway” means the Londoubd carriageway of the motorway
between points 1000 metres east of the tip of d#ng of the Londonbound exit slip road at
Junction 10 (A20/A2070) and its junction with tli @f the nosing of that slip road;

“the tip of the nosing” means the first point whéne Londonbound exit slip road leaves the
Londonbound carriageway of the motorway at Juncti@tA20/A2070);

“the second length of carriageway” means the Lobdond carriageway of the motorway
between its junction with the Londonbound exit sthyad at Junction 10 (A20/A2070) and its
junction with the Londonbound entry slip road atction 9 (A20);

“a slip road” means —

0] the road leading to the Londonbound carriageofayre motorway at Junction 10
(A20/A2070), or

(i) the road leading from the Londonbound carriagg of the motorway at Junction
9 (A20);

“works” means the installation of traffic detecticegquipment, carriageway resurfacing,
remarking and repair work and all other associaterk on the motorway; and

“a works period" means a period of 10 hours stgréih 2000 hours on Tuesday 27th August
2013 or on any subsequent day until 23rd Februdtp 2

3. Subject as mentioned in articles 5 and 6 belowparson shall, during a works period, cause
or permit any vehicle to enter or proceed in tteosd length of carriageway or a slip road.

4. Subject as mentioned in articles 5 and 6 belowperson shall, during a works period, drive
any motor vehicle at a speed exceeding 50 mileq@eron the first length of carriageway.

5. The provisions of articles 3 and 4 above shallyapply at such times and to such extent as
shall from time to time be indicated by traffic 1s&g
6. (1) Nothing in article 3 above shall apply to -
(a) avehicle being used in connection with thd sairks;

(b) a vehicle being used for police, ambulancdfitrafficer or fire and rescue authority
purposes;

(c) anything done at the direction of, or with fiermission of, a constable or traffic officer
in uniform; or

(d) any vehicle being used for winter maintenanasg@ses.

(2) Nothing in article 4 above shall apply to aieéhbeing used for police, ambulance or fire
and rescue authority purposes and to vehiclesgaiiithin regulation 3(4) of the Road Traffic
Exemptions (Special Forces) (Variation and Amendin&egulations 2014a] when used in
accordance with regulation 3(5) of those Regulation
