The A2 Trunk Road (West of Upper Harbledown - Bajlg
(Temporary Restriction and Prohibition of Traff@yder 2013

WHEREAS the Secretary of State for Transport, béegtraffic authority for the A2 Trunk Road
and connecting roads, is satisfied that trafficudthde restricted and prohibited on lengths of that
road and on some of those connecting roads beeanrke are proposed to be executed thereon:

NOW, THEREFORE, the Secretary of State, in exerobehe powers conferred by section
14(1)(a) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 198y hereby makes the following Order:-

1. This Order may be cited as the A2 Trunk Road (WssUpper Harbledown - Bridge)
(Temporary Restriction and Prohibition of Traffidyder 2013 and shall come into force on 31st
August 2013.

2. In this Order:

“the trunk road” means the A2 Trunk Road in the @gwf Kent;

“lay-by” means an area of carriageway, intendedilier waiting of vehicles, bounded partly
by a road marking on the outer edge of that casnigy complying with diagram 1010 in
Schedule 6 to the Traffic Sighs Regulations ande@@mirections 2002);

“a first length of trunk road” means —

0] the coastbound carriageway of the trunk roanivben points 3416 metres west
and 2397 metres west of its junction with Thaning&koad (A28) overbridge, or
(i) the Londonbound carriageway of the trunk rdastween a point 1000 metres

southeast of its junction with New Dover Road (A@PJunction and the
Londonbound exit slip road at that junction;

“an A2 lay-by” means the lay-by adjacent in

0] the coastbound carriageway of the trunk roanivben points 2149 metres west
and 1946 metres west of its junction with Thaningkoad (A28) overbridge,
(i) the coastbound carriageway of the trunk roatieen points 259 metres west

and 133 metres west of its junction with Thaningikwad (A28) overbridge,

(i) the coastbound carriageway of the trunk rdsdween points 1385 metres east
and 1488 metres east of its junction with Thanindkmad (A28) overbridge,

(iv) the coastbound carriageway of the trunk roativieen points 2695 metres east
and 3009 metres east of its junction with Thanindkmad (A28) overbridge,

(v) the Londonbound carriageway of the trunk ro8@ @netres east of its junction
with Nackington Road (B2068) overbridge,

(vi) the Londonbound carriageway of the trunk r@d metres west of its junction
with Nackington Road (B2068) overbridge, or

(vii)  the Londonbound carriageway of the trunk rd8D metres east of its junction
with Faulkners Lane overbridge;

“a second length of trunk road” means —

() the coastbound carriageway of the trunk roativben points 2397 metres west
and 4366 metres east of Thanington Road (A28) oidegy, or
(i) the Londonbound carriageway of the trunk rdtween points 2310 metres east

of its junction with Nackington Road (B2068) ovedye and 590 metres west of
its junction with Faulkners Lane overbridge;

“a slip road” means —

() the road leading from the A28 to the coastbooadiageway of the trunk road at
Thanington Road Interchange,

(i) the road leading to the Londonbound carriaggewathe trunk road near Bridge,
or

(i) the road leading to the Londonbound carriaggwf the trunk road at Thanington
Road Interchange (A28);

“works” mean resurfacing, road markings, detecbmpk and all other essential carriageway
work on the trunk road;

“a first works period” means a period of 24 houtarting at 0001 hours on Sunday 1st
September 2013 or on any subsequent day until BBi&ey 2015; and

"a second works period" means a period of 10 hetaging at 2000 hours on Sunday 1st
September 2013 or on any subsequent day untilRZdihuary 2015.
3. Subject as mentioned in articles 5 and 6 belowgarson shall, during -

(a) during a first works period, cause or permit gehicle to enter or proceed in, or wait on,
an A2 lay-by; or

(c) during a second works period, cause or permyitvehicle to enter or proceed in a second
length of trunk road or a slip road.

4. Subject as mentioned in articles 5 and 6 belowgerson shall, during a second works period,
drive any motor vehicle at a speed exceeding 58smier hour on a first length of trunk road.

5. The provisions of articles 3 and 4 above shallyapply at such times and to such extent as
shall from time to time be indicated by traffic 158y
6. (1) Nothing in article 3 above shall apply to -
(a) a vehicle being used in connection with thd sairks;

(b) a vehicle being used for police, ambulances &nd rescue authority or traffic officer
purposes;

(c) anything done at the direction of, or with fiermission of, a constable or traffic officer
in uniform;

(d) any vehicle being used for winter maintenanagpses;

(e) a vehicle proceeding in the first length ohttuoad to or from premises accessible from,
and only from, that road to such extent shall loiceted by traffic signs.

(2) Nothing in article 4 above shall apply to aehbeing used for police, ambulance or fire
and rescue authority purposes and to vehiclesgaiithin regulation 3(4) of the Road Traffic
