The M2 Motorway (Junctions 3 - 5) (Temporary Resion and
Prohibition of Traffic) Order 2013

Made - - - - 27th August 2013

WHEREAS the Secretary of State for Transport, bélgtraffic authority for the M2 Motorway
and connecting roads, is satisfied that trafficudthde restricted and prohibited on lengths of that
motorway and prohibited on some of those connedatiragls because works are proposed to be
executed thereon:

NOW, THEREFORE, the Secretary of State, in exerciktehe powers conferred by section
14(1)(a) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 198¢hereby makes the following Order:-

1. This Order may be cited as the M2 Motorway (Jumsi3 - 5) (Temporary Restriction and
prohibition of Traffic) Order 2013 and shall conmta force on 14th September 2013.

2. In this Order:
“the motorway” means the M2 Motorway in the CouofyKent;
“a first length of motorway” means —

() the eastbound carriageway of the motorway betwBorstal Farm overbridge
west of Junction 3 (A229) and the eastbound eiitrelad at that junction,
(i) the eastbound carriageway of the motorway leefwForge Lane overbridge west

of Junction 4 (A278) and the eastbound exit slgdrat that junction,

(i) the westbound carriageway of the motorway betwei@sons Farm underbridge
east of Junction 5 (A249) and the westbound eitreld at that junction, or

(iv) the westbound carriageway of the motorway betwaerwtestern overbridge at
Junction 3 (A229) to the westbound entry slip raaithat junction;

“a second length of motorway” means —

() the eastbound carriageway of the motorway betweereastbound exit slip road
at Junction 3 (A229) and the eastbound entry skgl rat Junction 4 (A278),
(i) the eastbound carriageway of the motorway betwleerastbound exit slip road

at Junction 4 (A278) and the eastbound entry skl fat Junction 5 (A249), or

(i) the westbound carriageway of the motorway betwéenwestbound exit slip
road at Junction 5 (A249) and the westbound ernlipy read at Junction 3
(A229);

“a slip road” means —

() any road leading to or from the eastbound egeway or to or from the
westbound carriageway of the motorway at Juncti¢h229),
(i) any road leading to or from the eastbound iegeway or to or from the

westbound carriageway of the motorway at Juncti¢h2y8),

(i) any road leading to or from the eastboundriegeway or to or from the
westbound carriageway of the motorway at Medwayies,

(iv) the road leading from the eastbound carriagewaheimotorway at Junction 5
(A249), or

(v) the road leading to the westbound carriageway efrtiotorway at Junction 5
(A249);

“works” mean resurfacing, structure works, roaddsnarking, traffic detection equipment
and all essential carriageway works on the motoyway

“a works period” means a period of 10 hours stgrtat 2000 hours on Monday 16th
September 2013 or on any subsequent day untilMatch 2015.

3. Subject as mentioned in articles 5 and 6 belowperson shall, during a works period, cause
or permit any vehicle to enter or proceed in a sddength of motorway or a slip road.

4. Subject as mentioned in articles 5 and 6 belowperson shall, during a works period, drive
any motor vehicle at a speed exceeding 50 mileb@earon a first length of motorway.

5. The provisions of articles 3 and 4 above shallyapply at such times and to such extent as
shall from time to time be indicated by traffic 158y
6. (1) Nothing in article 3 above shall apply to -
(a) arecovery vehicle or a vehicle being usedimection with the said works;

(b) a vehicle being used for police, ambulancdfitrafficer or fire and rescue authority
purposes;

(c) anything done at the direction of, or with fiermission of, a constable or traffic officer
in uniform; or

(d) any vehicle being used for winter maintenanasg@ses.

(2) Nothing in article 4 shall apply to a vehicleilg used for police, ambulance or fire and
rescue authority purposes and to vehicles fallirithiw regulation 3(4) of the Road Traffic
Exemptions (Special Forces) (Variation and Amendin&egulations 2014a) when used in
accordance with regulation 3(5) of those Regulation
