WHEREAS the Secretary of State for Transport, beirggtraffic authority for the A419 Trunk
Road (“the A419”) and connecting roads, is satikfleat traffic on a length of that road and some
of those connecting roads in the Borough of Swindbauld be prohibited because works are
proposed to be executed thereon:

NOW THEREFORE, the Secretary of State, in exerafsthe powers conferred by section 14(1)
(a) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 198} (hereby makes the following Order:

1. This Order may be cited as the A419 Trunk Roadn{@onhead to White Hart Junction,
Swindon) (Temporary Prohibition of Traffic) Ordef23 and shall come into force on 31st
August 2013.

2. In this Order -

“the A419” means (i) the northbound carriagewayhaf A419 at Swindon from the tip of the

nosing of the northbound exit slip road at the Camhead Junction to the tip of the nosing of
the northbound entry slip road at the A420 WhitertHainction; and (ii) the southbound

carriageway of the A419 at Swindon from the tiptled nosing of the southbound exit slip

road at the A420 White Hart Junction to the tifitef nosing of the southbound entry slip road
at the Commonhead Junction;

“the slip roads” mean (i) the A419 northbound ersiip road at the Commonhead Junction;
(i) the A419 northbound exit slip road at the A4%¢hite Hart Junction; (iii) the A419
southbound entry slip road at the A420 White Hariclion; and (iv) the A419 southbound
exit slip road at the Commonhead Junction;

“tip of the nosing” means the first point where emtry slip road joins the carriageway of a
trunk road or the last point where an exit slipdrteaves the carriageway of a trunk road,;

“the works” mean surfacing, studding, white liniagd routine maintenance works;

“a works period” means a period of 10 hours stgrtat 20.00 hours on Monday 2nd
September 2013 or on any subsequent day and endieg the said works have been
completed;

and a reference to an article followed by a nunibarreference to the article in this Order which
bears that number.

3. Subject as mentioned in article 4, no person stiating a works period, cause or permit any
vehicle to enter or proceed in the A419 and therslads.

4. The provisions of article 3 shall apply only dgrisuch times and to such extent as shall from
time to time be indicated by traffic signs, andlshat apply to:

(@) a vehicle being used for police, traffic officeirefand rescue authority or ambulance
purposes;

(b) a vehicle being used at the direction, or with pleemission, of a constable or traffic
officer in uniform.

(c) avehicle being used in connection with the saick&/0

(d) a vehicle proceeding to or from premises that acessible from and only from the trunk
road.
