1. This Order may be cited as the A52 Trunk Road {urlyover, Nottingham) (Temporary
Prohibition of Traffic) Order 2013 and shall coméoiforce on 26th August 2013.

2. In this Order:

“the trunk road” means the northbound carriagewéythe A52 from its
junction with the slip road leading to the roundato
junction with the A6005 (Dunkirk Flyover Interchagjgto
its junction with the slip road leading from thatindabout;

“the works period” means the period starting at0R0hours on Monday 2nd

September 2013 and ending when the said works these
completed;

and a reference to an article followed by a nuniber reference to the article in this Order which
bears that number.

3. Subject as mentioned in article 4, no person stiating the works period, cause or permit any
vehicle to enter or proceed in the trunk road.

4. The provisions of article 3 shall apply only dgrisuch times and to such extent as shall from
time to time be indicated by traffic signs and Ehat apply to any vehicle-

(b) proceeding at the direction of, or with therpission of, a police constable; or

(c) being used in connection with the said works.
