WHEREAS the Secretary of State for Transport, beiregtraffic authority for the A590 Trunk
Road, is satisfied that traffic on a length of tha&d in the District of South Lakeland in the

County of Cumbria should be prohibited and restddbecause works are proposed to be executed
thereon:

NOW, THEREFORE, the Secretary of State, in exerobkehe powers conferred by section
14(1)(a) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 198yitereby makes the following Order:-

1. This Order may be cited as the A590 Trunk Road{B® Roundabout to North Lonsdale

Terrace, Ulverston) (Temporary Prohibition and Reon of Traffic) Order 2013 and shall
come into force on 8tliseptember 2013

2. In this Order:
“the trunk road” means the A590 Trunk Road;

“the length of carriageway” means the trunk ro@hf a point 75 metres west of the centreline
of the junction of the trunk road with North Longelderrace to a point 60 metres east of where
the centre point of the trunk road meets the catony carriageway of Booths Roundabout.

“the works period” means seven nights between 2000rs and 0600 hours starting on
Monday 9 September 2013 and ending on Monday 16eB&der 2013. However, work may
start and continue between the same times on sudsegights, or continue overnight until
completed, for such period not exceeding 18 moashshall be required to complete the work;

“works” means resurfacing works on the trunk road;

3. Subject as mentioned in articles 6 and 7 of thide@ during the works period, no person shall
cause or permit any vehicle to be driven in thegllerof carriageway at a speed exceeding 10
miles per hour whilst traffic signs of a characethorised under Section 64 of the Road Traffic
Regulation Act 1984 indicating “convoy working” ¢imat length of road are displayed.

4. Subject as mentioned in article 6 of this Orderjrdy the works period, no person shall cause
or permit any vehicle to overtake a moving vehide make a ‘U’ turn in the length of
carriageway.

5. Subject as mentioned in article 6 of this Orderjrduthe works period, no person shall cause
or permit any vehicle to enter or leave the trupdad by making right and left turns into and out of
the junction with North Lonsdale Terrace.

6. The provisions of articles 3, 4 and 5 of this Qrsleall apply only during such times and to such
extent as shall from time to time be indicated faffic signs, and shall not apply to a vehicle
being used for emergency purposes by the policeafid rescue authority or ambulance services
or anything done at the direction, or with the piesion, of a constable, or a traffic officer in
uniform.

And nothing in articles 4 and 5 of this Order slagdply to any vehicle being used in connection
with the said works or by traffic officers.

7. No speed limit imposed by this Order applies toisles falling within regulation 3(4) of the

Road Traffic Exemptions (Special Forces) (Variat@md Amendment) Regulations 204)1{vhen
used in accordance with regulation 3(5) of thosguRaions.
