1. This Order may be cited as the A303 Trunk Roadn@parish Interchange — Parkhouse

rce on 12th October 2013.

2. In this Order:
“the trunk road” means the A303 Trunk Road in tleei@ies of Hampshire and Wiltshire;

“lay-by” means an area of carriageway, intendedilier waiting of vehicles, bounded partly
by a road marking on the outer edge of that casnigy complying with diagram 1010 in
Schedule 6 to the Traffic Signs Regulations ande&directions 2005);

“an A303 lay-by” means the lay-bys in the lengthrahk road;

“the length of trunk road” means both carriagewafghe trunk road between points 1500
metres east of its junction with Longparish Intencge (B3048) overbridge and 1500 metres
west of its junction with Parkhouse Interchange38/®3084) underbridge east of Amesbury;

“the slip road” means the road leading to the easili carriageway of the trunk road at
Salisbury Road Interchange (A343) near Andover;

"overall width" has the meaning given in regulat®({) of the Road Vehicles (Construction
and Use) Regulations 198#%(

"recovery vehicle" has the meaning given in theigletExcise and Registration Act 198(
"abnormal load" means a vehicle having an overaltiwexceeding 3.0 metres;

“works” mean vehicle restraint works, carriagewapairs and all associated work on the
trunk road;

“a first works period” means a period of 24 houtarting at 0001 hours on Monday 14th
October 2013 or on any subsequent day until 11t 2p15; and

“a second works period” means a period of 8 hotagisg at 2100 hours on Monday 14th
October 2013 or on any subsequent day until 11t 2p13.
3. Subject as mentioned in articles 5 and 6 belowgarson shall -

(a) during a first works period cause or permitatimormal load to enter or proceed in the
length of trunk road or cause or permit any vehiolenter or proceed in, or wait on, an
A303 lay-by; or

(b) during a second works period cause or pernyitvahicle to enter or proceed in the slip
road.

4. Subject as mentioned in articles 5 and 6 belowperson shall, during a first works period,
drive any motor vehicle at a speed exceeding 5@snier hour on the length of trunk road.

5. The provisions of articles 3 and 4 above shallyapply at such times and to such extent as
shall from time to time be indicated by traffic 158y
6. (1) Nothing in article 3 above shall apply to -
(a) a vehicle being used in connection with thd sairks;

(b) a vehicle being used for police, ambulances &nd rescue authority or traffic officer
purposes;

(c) anything done at the direction of, or with frermission of, a constable or traffic officer
in uniform; or

(d) any vehicle being used for winter maintenanagpses.

(2) Nothing in article 4 above shall apply to aethbeing used for police, ambulance or fire
and rescue authority purposes and to vehicleswgaiiithin regulation 3(4) of the Road Traffic
Exemptions (Special Forces) (Variation and Amendin&egulations 2014a) when used in
accordance with regulation 3(5) of those Regulation
