WHEREAS the Secretary of State for Transport, béegtraffic authority for the M23 Motorway
and connecting roads, is satisfied that trafficudthde restricted and prohibited on lengths of that

NOW, THEREFORE, the Secretary of State, in exerciktehe powers conferred by section
14(1)(a) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 198y hereby makes the following Order:-

1. This Order may be cited as the M23 Motorway (JioncB) (Temporary Restriction and

Prohibition of Traffic) Order 2013 and shall coméoi force on 19th October 2013.

2. In this Order:

“the motorway” means the M23 Motorway north of Clawin the Counties of West Sussex
and Surrey;

“the Regulations” means the regulation 16(2) of Matorways Traffic (England and Wales)
Regulations 1985));

“the length of northbound carriageway” means thehimund carriageway of the motorway
between points 265 metres south of Church Lanebodge near Junction 9 at Gatwick
Interchange and 120 metres north of Hathersham loaeebridge north of Junction 9 at
Gatwick Interchange;

“a hard shoulder” means the hard shoulder, withim meaning of regulation 3(1)(e) of the
Regulations, which is adjacent to the length oftmyund carriageway;

“the length of eastbound carriageway” means thébeasd carriageway of the motorway
Spur from Junction 9a (Airport Way Roundabout Edst)and including, the Junction 9
roundabout at Gatwick Interchange;

“a slip road” means —

“works” mean carriageway inlays, carriageway rermagk reinstallation of loops,
reinstallation of road studs, replacement of fegaiéars and the construction of new vehicle
maintenance hard standings work on the motorway; an

“a works period” means a period of 10 hours stgréith 2000 hours on Monday 21st October
2013 or on any subsequent day until 18th April 2015

3. Subject as mentioned in articles 5 and 6 belowperson shall, during a works period, cause
or permit any vehicle to enter or proceed in a isigud.

4. Subject as mentioned in articles 5, 6 and 7 belwmvperson shall, during a works period,
drive any motor vehicle at a speed exceeding 5@sler hour on the length of northbound
carriageway, the length of eastbound carriagewalpaoad or a hard shoulder.

5. The provisions of articles 3 and 4 above shallyapply at such times and to such extent as
shall from time to time be indicated by traffic 138y

6. (1) Nothing in article 3 above shall apply to -

(a) a vehicle being used in connection with the sarks;

(b) a vehicle being used for police, ambulancdfitrafficer or fire and rescue authority
purposes;

(c) anything done at the direction of, or with fiermission of, a constable or traffic officer
in uniform; or

(d) any vehicle being used for winter maintenanagpses.

(2) Nothing in article 4 above shall apply to aiehbeing used for police, ambulance or fire
and rescue authority purposes and to vehiclesigaillithin regulation 3(4) of the Road Traffic
Exemptions (Special Forces) (Variation and Amendin®egulations 201&a] when used in
accordance with regulation 3(5) of those Regulation

7. During a works period, the provisions of regulaicd and (insofar as it relates to a vehicle
being driven) 9 of the Regulations are hereby suspa, in respect of a hard shoulder, at such
times and to such extent as shall from time to timéndicated by traffic signs.
