The A453 and A52 Trunk Roads (Nottingham) (Tempporar
Prohibition of Traffic) Order 2013

WHEREAS the Secretary of State for Transport, behey traffic authority for the A453 Trunk
Road (“the A453"), the A52 Trunk Road (“the A52'\diconnecting roads, is satisfied that traffic
on lengths of those roads and some of those cangedads, in the City of Nottingham, should be
prohibited because works are proposed to be exctheeon:

NOW, THEREFORE, the Secretary of State, in exerctdhe powers conferred by section
14(1)(a) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1980, hereby makes the following Order: -

1. This Order may be cited as the A453 and A52 Tr&kdads (Nottingham) (Temporary
Prohibition of Traffic) Order 2013 and shall coméoi force on 18th October 2013.

2. In this Order:

“Queens Drive Roundabout” means dmeulatory carriageway at the roundabout
junction of the A453 Queens Drive with the slip dea
leading to and from the A52;

“Nottingham Knight Roundabout” meathe circulatory carriageway of the A52 at its
roundabout junction with the A60 Loughborough Road;

“Bramcote Roundabout” means the circulatory carriageway of the A52 at it
roundabout junction with the B5010 Derby Road, ABOO
llkeston Road and Town Street at Bramcote;

“Priory Roundabout” means the circulatory carriageway of the Ad&i2its
roundabout junction with the A6464 Woodside Road an
Wollaton Vale near Wollaton Park;

“Dunkirk Roundabout” means the circulatory roubdat at the roundabout
junction of the A6005 with the slip roads leadiogaind
from the A52;

3. Subject as mentioned in article 4, no person stiating the works period, cause or permit any
vehicle to enter or proceed in the trunk roadjmarsiad or the link road.

4. The provisions of article 3 shall apply only durisigch times and to such extent as shall from
time to time be indicated by traffic signs and khat apply to any vehicle —

(i) being used for police, fire brigade or amimdea purposes;
(i) proceeding at the direction of, or with thermission of, a police constable; or

(iii) being used in connection with the said wark
