The Competition Act 1998 (Commencement No. 6) Order 2013 (S.1.2013/284 (C. 15)) brings into
force on 10th March 2013 provisions of the Competition Act 1998 repealing the Restrictive
Practices Court Act 1976 (c. 33). This Order makes consequential repeals and revocations.
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
