The landing place of the cable
and the direction which it shall
follow in the territorial waters
of the Island of Mauritius shall
be determined by mutual agree-
ment between the Representa-
tives of the French Administra-
tion and the local Authorities of
the Island of Mauritius.

The British Colonial Govern-
ment shall take the necessary
measures to assure the connec-
tion of the cable hut where the
cable shall be landed with the
office at which it shall be
worked, as well as the main-
tenance of the land line.

Tho rates prof e Ell the cable
from Reunion to Mauritius shall
belong entirely to the French
Government, the tetminal or
transit rate in respect of the
working of the. cable in the
Island of Mauritius being
limited to a sum not exceeding
20 contimes per word.

ARTICLE X.

The correspondence ex-
changed by means of the Re-
union-Manritius cable shall be
subject to the provisions of the
Convention 'of St. Petersburgh
_(1875) and of the International
Telegraph Regulations in force.

ARTICLE XI.

The details respecting the
routing of the traffic and the
working of the cable shall form
