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Treaty of Commerce between the United Kingdom
and the Czechoslovak Republic and accompanying
Declaration.

Signed at London, July 14, 1923,

[Latifications exchanged at London, Seplemdber 4, 1924.]

His Majesty the King of the United Kingdom of Great Britain
and Ireland and of the British Dominions beyond -the Seas, Emperor
of India, and the President of the Czechnslovak Republic, being
desirons of further faciliating and extending the commercial relaLlons
already existing hetween their respective GUUllLI‘]eS have determined
to conclude a Treaty of Commerce with this object, and have appomtu[
as their Plenipotentiaries, that is to say

His Majesty the King of the United Kingdom of Great Britain
and Iveland and of the British Dominions heyond the Seas, Kmperor
of Tndia: the Most Honourable the Marquess Curzon of Kedleston,
K.G,, His Majesty’s Principal Secretary of State for Foreign Affairs;
and

The President of the Czechoslovak Republic: his Excellency
Dr. Eduard Benes, Minister for Foreign Affairs of the Czechoslovak
Republic ; :

Whe, after having communieated to cach other their respective
full; powers, found in good and due form, have agreed to the following
Articles :—

ARrTICIE 1.

The subjects or citizens of each of the Contracting IParties and
goods the growth, produce or manufacture of the territories of the
two Oontra(,mnfr Parmcs and the vessels of cach of the two Con-
tracting Parties shall enjoy wunconditionally in the territories of
the other treatnent at least as favourable in all respects as that
acenrded to the subjects or citizens and the produce of the soil and
industry and the vessels of the most favoured foreign country. This
treatient shall be accorded in all matters of commerce and navigation,
both as regards importation, exportation and transit, and in general
in all ghat concerns customs duties and formalities und commercial
operations ; the establishment of the subjects or citizens of each of
- the Coutracting Partics in the territorics of the other; the exercise
of commerce, industries and professions the pavment of taxes, and’
the treatment of commereial travellers and their samples.

ArTICLE 2.

Articles the produce or manufacture of the territories of one of
the Contracting Dartics imported into the territories of the other,
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from whatever place arriving, shall not be subjected to other or
higher dutics or charges than those paid on the likc articles the
produce or manufacture of any other foreign eonntry.  Nor shall any
prohibition or restriction be maintained or imposed on the importation
of any article the produce or manufacture of the territories of either
of vhe Contracting Partics into the territories of the other, from
whatever place arriving, which shall not equally extend to the
importation of the like articles being the produce or manufacture
of any other Ioreign conntry.

The Contracting Parties shall be entitled to determine under
what circomstances certificates of origin may be required. They
undertake to examine the pessibilisy of coming to an arrangemens
lor the issug ef these eerbiticates without any Consular fee being
charued.

Articles the produce or ma wmfacture of the territories of cither of
the Contracting Parties exported to the territories of the other shall
not he subjected to other or higher duties or charges than those paid
on the like articles exported to any other foreign country,  Nor shall
any prohibition ov restriction be Impesed on the expoertadon of any
-articles from the territories of either of the two Contracting Darties
tu the territories of the other which shall not equally extend to the
exportation of the like article to uny other foreign country.

In the evens of tmport licences being required for the nnportation
of any class of goods into the territories of either of the Contracting
Pavtics, the licensing system shall not be so worked as to cause
discrimination against the goods produced or manufactured in the
territories of the other Contracting DParty, and the couditions uider
which licences may he obtained for the mportation of such goods
-shall be not less favournble than those applied in the case of similar
goods the produce or manuefacture of any other foreign country.

In couforinity with this principle, and se long as the licensing
system continues in the Crechoglovak Republic, the Crechoslovak
Republic undertakes to admit goods produced or manufactored in
His Britannic Majesty’s territories to an annual amount to be agreed
upott.

The only exceptions to the foregoing general rules shall be in the
case of the sanitary or other prohibitions eecasioned by the necessity
of securing the safety of persons or of animals or of plants useful to
agriculture atd of the nreasures applicable in the territories of either
of the two Contracting Parties te articles enjoying o bounty in the
territories of the other Contracting Party.

ARTICLE 3.

Nothing in this Treaty shall be held to prohibit the imposition in
His Britannic Majesty’s territories of special rates of customs duty
ou specificd articles of Cuechoslovak origin, other or higher than those
levied on gimilar articles the produce vr manufaciwe of any other
foreign country, in cases where such special rates of customs duty
are fevied in pursuunce of legislativn of general application enabling
the imposition of such duties on articles the pruduce or maunufacture
of any country, where such articles are being sold or offered for sale
in the part of His Dritannic Majesty’s territories cuncerned at prices
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which, by reason of depreciation in the value in relation to sterling
of the currcney of the counlry in which the articles are produced or
manufactured, are below the prices at which similar articles can be
profitably produced or manufactured in the part of His Britaunic
Majesty’s terrilories eoncerned, atd that by veuson thereof cmmploy-
ument in that part of His Britaunic Majesty’s territories is being, or
is likely to Dbe, seriously affected.

Nevertheless no special rates of castomns duby shall be imposed on
goods manufactured in Czechoslovakia until the expirvation of thred
months from the date on which the Czechoslovak Government have
been notified of the intention of the Govermment of the part of His
Britaunic Majesty’s territories concerncd to impose such duty. In
the event of such notice being given this Convention shall, notwith-
standmg the provisions of Article 11, at the requess of the Czecho-
stovak Government, cease to have effect as between Czechoslovakia
and such part of His Biitannic Majesty’s territories from the date on
which the Czechoslovak goods in question become liable o the special
duty referred to.

ARTICLE 4.

His Britannic Majesty will not inveke the ywovisions of Article L
of this Trealy to secure the advantages of any special arrangements
which may be concluded between the Czechoslovak Republic and
either Austria or Hungary in pursuance ol the ccuvnromic clauses of
the Treaties of Peace with Austria and Hungary for the aceord by the
Czechoslovak Republic of a special Customs régime to certain natural
or manhulactured prodocts which botl or:gumte in and- come from
these countries, HKither of the Contructing Parties shall likewise not
invoke the advantages granted by the other Party to neighbouring
foreign States to facilitate small froutier trathic withint a zone
corresponding to the froutier disirict of the territories of cach of the
Contracting Parties, but not exceeding 15 kilometres in breadth on
each side of the frontier in gencral, or in exceptional cases 25 kilo-
nietres.

ARTICLE 5.

Lach of the Coutmctmrr DParties ghull permit the fwportation or
exportation of all merchandise which may be hnported or exported
and aiso the carringe of passengers from or to their respective
territories upon she vessels of the other on terms which shall not be
less favourable than those accorded te national vessels or tho vessels
of the most favoured foreign country.

ARTICLE 6.

The subjects or citizens of vither of the Contracting Parties shall
not be subject in respect of their persons or property or in respect of
their commeree or ndustry to any taxes whether geueral or Tocal or
t0 imposte or obligations of any kind whatever other or greater than
those which arc or may be imposed upon the subjects or eitizens of
the other Contracting Party.

Limited liability and other companics and associations earrying on
any deseription of business and already or hereafler to be oganised
in a,(,wrdduw with the laws of either Contracting Party and registered
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in the terntorleb of such Party are authorised in the territories of the
other to exercise their rights and appear in $he “courts cither as
plaintiffs or defendants, subject to the laws of such other party.
. Such companics and associations of either Contracting I'arty
admitted to carry on business in the territories of the other shall not
be subjected to conditions less favourable than those applied to the
similar companies or associations of any other foreigh country,
Either Contracting Party in framing and administering laws and
fegulations with regard to the taxation of such cowpanies and
associations of the other party admitted to carry on business shall he
iuided by the prineiple embodied in the first paragraph of this
Article ; and the two Contracting Parties further agree, with a view
to preventing so far as possible any unfavonrable treatment of the
business of compantes or associations of either party in the tervitories
of the other as.compared with the treatment of national companies
or associations, to conclude a separate speelal agrecment as soon as
possible.

ArTICLE 7.

The stipulations of the present Freaty with regard to the mutual
accord of the treatment of the most favoured nution apply uneondi-
tionally to the treatment of commercial travellers and business
representatives visiting their respeetive territories and to any
samples carried by thein. Kach of the Contracting Parties under-
tukes to connnuuicate to the other the form of certiticate that may be
required for such commercial travellers and representatives and to
recognise as competent to issuc such certificates the aubhorities
nominated by the other party.

, ArTICLE 8.

It ks understood that nothing in this Freasy shall be held to
confer any right or impose any obligation upen either Contracting
Party which may be in conflict with any general International
Convention to which either of them is or hereafter-may be a Party,

ArricLe 9.

The stipnlations of the present Treaby shall not be applicable to
India or to any of His Britannie Majesty’s self-governing Lominions,
Colonies, Possessions or Protectorates unless notice is given by His
jritannic Majesty’s Representative at I’rague of the desire of His
Britannic Majesty that the said stipulations shall apply to any such
territory.

Nevertheless, goods produced or manufactured in India or in
any of His Dritannic Majesty’s self-governing Domninions, Colonies,
Posscssions or Protectorates shall enjoy in Czechoslovakia complete
aod unconditional most-favoured-nation treatment, subject toj,the
reservation contained in Article 4, so long as goods produced or
manufactured in Czechuslovakia are accorded in India or such seli-
governing Domiuion, Colony, Possession or Protectorate treatment as
fa.vuum.bh, as that accorded to goods produced or manufactured in any
other foreign country.

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ARTICLE 10,

The terms of the preceding Article relating to India and to His
Britannije Majesty’s self-governing Dominions, bo}nmes Tossessions
and Protectorates shall wpply also o any territory in respect of which
s mandate on behalf of the League of Nations has heen a.cce,pted by
His Britannic Majesty.

.

ArTIcLE 11.

The present Treaty shall be ratified and the ratifications shall be
exchanged at London as soon as possible. 1t shall come into” force
munuhat.dy upon raiification, and shall be binding during five years
from the dale of its coming into foree. 1In case neither of the
Contracting Parties shall have given notice to the other, twelve
months before the expiration of the said period of five years_ of its
intention to terminate the present 'Treaty, it shall remain in force
“uutil the expiration of one year from the date on which either of the
Contracting Parties shall have dencunced it. ‘

As regards, however, India or any of His Britannic Majesty's self-
governing ])ommmns Colonms Trossessions or Protectorates, or any
territory I respect of whieh mandate on behalf of the League of
Nations has been accepted by His Dritanuic Mujesty, to which the
stipulations of the present Treaty shall have been made applicable
under Articles 9 and 10, eivher of the Contiacting Partics shall have
the right to terminate it separately at any time on giving twelve
wmonths’ notice to that effect.

In witness whereof the respective Plenipotentiaries have signed
the present Treaty and have atlixed thereto thelr seals.

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DECLARATION.

Ad ARTICLE 2.

IN pursnance of Article 2 of the Treaty of Commeree signed this
day, the Czechoslovak Government underlake that, during tho
tempotary continuance of the existing system of import restriction
in Czechoslovakia, goods produced and wanufactured in the territories
of His Britannic Majesty of the classes specified in the annexed
Schedule shall be admitted into Czechoslovakia up to amounts not
less than the quantities shown therein. '

The Czechoslovak Government further undertake that, in the
event of other or greater contingents being granted to any third
country in respect of any article of interest to the trade of His
Dritapnic Majesty’s territories, an adequate contlingent shall, at the
request of His DBritanuic Majssty’s roprescntative at Prague, le
granted lor shmilar articles produced or manufactured 1u His
ritanmic Majesty’s territories, 1t being the intention of the Czecho-
slovak Govermment that in the admunistration of the system of
import restrictions there shall be no diserimination against the trade
of His Britannie Majesty's territories.

The Czechoslovak Government also hievehy declare their readiness
At any time to give sympathetic consideration to any reguest made
iy His Britannic Majusby’s representative at I'vague for the granting
of a suitable contingent in respect of any wrticle not ab present
included, in the Schedule, or for otherwise modifying the Schedule.

Ad ArTICLE 6.

The Czechoslovak Government undertake, in the event of British
companies or associations applying for licences to carry on any
deseription of business in Czechoslovakia, to give in general the
saine fuvourable consideration to such applications as to those made
on behalf of similar companies or associations of any other foreign
country.

The above Declaration shall take cffect as from the coming into
force of the Treaty of Comuterce signed this day, and shall remain in
force as long as that Treaty i3 in operation,
