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AGREEMENT BETWEEN His MalEsTY’s (GOVERNMENT TN
THE UNITED KINGDOM AND THE SWEDISH (ROVERNMENT
REGARDING THE MUTUAL RECOGNITION OF Loap LinE
CERTIFICATES.

London, April 30, 1936.

Tae Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireland (hereinafter referred to as the Government of the
United Kingdom) and the Swedish Government being desirous of
concluding an agreement for the mutual recognition of the load line
certificates which have been or may be issued to ships to which the
International Lioad Line Convention, 1980,(*) does not apply, herein-
after referred to as non-Convention ships, have agreed as follows :—

ArTIOLE 1.

The Swedish Government, being satisfied that provision has been
made by the Government of the United Kingdom for the application
of the provisions of the International Load Line Convention to
non-Convention ships, agree that the load line certificates issued by
or under the authority of the Government of the United Kingdom
to British non-Convention ships certifying that the load lines shown
on the certificates have been assigned in accordance with the
provisions of the Merchant Shipping (Safety and Load Line Conven-
tions) Act, 1932, shall have the same effect in Swedish ports as the
load line certificates issued by or under the authority of the Swedish
Government.

ArTIOLE 2.

The Government of the United Kingdom, being satisfied that
provision has been made by the Swedish Government for the
application of the provisions of the International Load Line Conven-
tion (subject to the modification mentioned in the last paragraph of
this Article) to non-Convention ships, similarly agree that the
certificates issued by or under the authority of the Swedish Govern-
ment to Swedish non-Convention ships certifying that the load lines
shown on the Certificate have been assigned in accordance with the
provisions of the Convention shall, in the ports of the United
Kingdom, or of any British Colony or Protectorate or of any
mandated territory in respect of which the mandate is exercised by
the Government of the United Kingdom, have the same effect as the
load line certificates issued by or under the authority of the
Government of the United Kingdom.

The modification referred to in the preceding paragraph, subject
to which the Swedish Government applies the provisions of the

ArTikEL 1.

Svenska regeringen, som forvissat sig om att det forenade
konungarikets regering vidtagit &tgirder for tillimpning av fore-
skrifterna i den internationella lastlinjekonventionen § icke-konven-
tionsfartyg, medgiver, att av det férenade konungarikets regering
eller & dess vAgnar for brittiska icke-konventionsfartyg utfdrdade
fribordscertifikat, utvisande att de i certifikaten angivna lastmirkena
faststillts i enlighet med foreskrifterna i Merchant Shipping (Safety
and Load Line Conventions) Act, 1982, skola iga samma giltighet
1 svenska hamnar, som fribordscertifikat, utfirdade av svenska

regeringen eller § dess viignar.

ARTIREL 2.

Det férenade konungarikets regering, som forvissat sig om att
svenska regeringen, med det undantag som angives i sista stycket
av denna artikel, vidtagit §tgirder for tillimpning av foreskrifterna
i den internationella lastlinjekonventionen & icke-konventionsfartyg,
medgiver likaledes, att av svenska regeringen eller & dess vignar
for svenska icke-konventionsfartyg utfirdade certifikat, utvisande
att de i certifikaten angivna lastmirkena faststdllts i enlighet med
foreskrifterna i konventionen, skola i hammnar i det forenade
konungariket, de brittiska kolonierna och protektoraten samt de
mandatomriden, fér vilka mandatet utévas av det férenade
konungarikets regering, iga samma giltighet som fribordscertifikat,
utfirdade av det férenade konungarikets regering eller & dess végnar.

Det i foreggende stycke omnimnda undantag, som i Sverige géller
i friga om tillimpningen § icke-konventionsfartyg av foreskrifterna
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The present Agreement shall come into force on the date of
. signature. It shall be terminable by either Contracting Govern-
ment upon giving six months’ notice to that effect.

ARTICLE 5.

ArTI0LE 6.

From the date of the coming into force of the present Agreement,
the understanding respecting load lines embodied in the note
addressed by the Swedish Minister for Foreign Affairs to His
Majesty’s Minister at Stockholm on the 29th June, 1910, and in
the note addressed by the Secretary of State for Foreign Affairs to
the Swedish Minister in London on the 17th August, 1910,(*) shall
be terminated.

In witness whereof the undersigned, duly authorised to that
effect, have signed the present Agreement and have affixed thereto
their seals.
