The Malagasy Government note that this marter
has been receiving the consideration of the United
Nations and of the International Telecommunica-
tion Union. They also note that the final text of
the annex to the Convention approved by the Inter-
national Telecommunication Union, and transmitted
by the Union to the Secretary-General of the United
Nations, contains a statement that the Union would
not claim for itself the enjoyment of privileged
treatment with regard to the facilities in respect of
communications provided in Section 11 of the
Convention.
