Monsieur le Ministre. Bangkok, April 5, 1954.

I have the honour to refer to the Air Services Agreement between the
Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland
and the Government of the Kingdom of Thailand signed at Bangkok on
the 10th of November, 1950,(') and to inform your Royal Highness that
the Government of the United Kingdom propose that Route I of Section I
of the Schedule of Routes annexed to that Agreement should be amended
to read as follows :-

Departure (Any one or more of the Thai Territory (Any one or more of the

following) following if desired)

London Frankfurt or Dusseldorf or Bangkok Hong Kong;
Zurich or Geneva ; Points in the Philippines;

Rome or Malta or Tripoli; Points in China;
Cyprus; Points in Japan.
Cairo or Lydda or Damascus

or Beirut;
Bagdad or Basra or Bahrain

or Dhahran;
Karachi;
Bombay or New Delhi;
Calcutta;
Dacca;
Rangoon;

and that Route V of Section II of the Schedule of Routes annexed to the
Agreement should be amended. to read as follows :-

Point of Intermediate Points Destination in Points Beyond
Departure (Any one or more of the United Kingdom (Any one or more of the

following) Territory following if desired)

Bangkok ... Hong Kong Points in China;
Points in Japan;
Points in Korea;
Points in the Philippines.

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If this proposal is acceptable to the Royal Thai Government, I have

the honour to suggest that this Note and your Royal Highness ' s reply
in that sense should be regarded as constituting an agreement between the
two Governments in this matter which shall enter into force immediately.
