Tengo a hoara dirigirme a Vuestra Excelencia en la ocasion de referirme
al deseo de Vuestro Gobierno de que Venezuela otorgue al Reino Unido

Esta nota y la de Vuestra Excelencia en el mismo sentido, serdn
consideradas como constitutivas de un Acuerdo enire los dos Gobiernos, que
surtiria efecto desde el dia de la fecha.

Mr. Ambassador, Caracus, July 20, 1956.

I have the honour to address Your Excellency in order to refer to the
desire of your Government that Venezuela should grant to the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland the benefit of reciprocity
provided for in the single additional clause of Article 33 of the Navigation
Law whereby exemption is granted from the requirement of measurement in
the ports of the Republic to vessels of those nations which grant to Venezuelan
vessels the same benefit. ’

I am pleased to inform Your Excellency, in the name of my Government,
that the Republic agrees to grant this benefit to vessels registered ‘incthe
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United Kingdom or ir any territory for whose foreign relations the
Government of the United Kingdom are responsible provided that the same
exemption will be granted to vessels registered in Venezuela which call at
ports in the United Kingdom or at those in any such territory, with the
exception of those vessels whose tonnage certificates are open to doubt in
respect of the particulars contained in them.

This Note and that of Your Excellency in the same sense will be considered
as constituting an Agreement between the two Governments which will take
effect as from to-day’s date.

Her Majesty’'s Ambassador at Caracas to the Venezuclan Minister for
Foreign Affairs

Your Excellency, British Embassy, Caracas, July 20, 1956,

I have the honour to acknowledge receipt of - Your Excellency’s note of
the 20th of July regarding the desire of Her Majesty’s Government in the
United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland that Venezuela should
grant to the United Kingdom the benefit of reciprocity provided for in the
single additional clause of Article 33 of the Venezuelan Navigation Law
whereby exemption is granted from the requirement of measurement in the
ports of the Republic to vessels of those nations which grant to Venezuelan
vessels the same benefit.

Acting upon instructions from Her Majesty’s Principal Secretary of State
for Foreign Affairs I have the honour to inform Your Excellency that the
United Kingdom agree to grant reciprocal treatment to vessels registered in
Venezuela which call at ports in the United Kingdom or in any territory
for whose foreign relations the Government of the United Kingdom are
responsible, provided that the same exemption is granted to vessels registered
in the United Kingdom or in any such territory which call at ports in
Venezuela, with the exception of those vessels whose tonnage certificates are
open to doubt in respect of the particulars contained in them.

This Note and that of Your Excellency in the same sense will be considered
as constituting an Agreement between the two Governments which will take
effect as from to-day’s date.
