British Embassy in Libya,
Your Excellency, Benghazi, November 6, 1958.

I have the honour upon instructions from Her Majesty's Principal Secretary
of State for Foreign Affairs to refer Your Excellency to the claims outstanding
between Cyrenaica and the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland which are listed in the Annex to this Note, Of these, claims A. 2,
A. 3 and B. I are in respect of the sums which are agreed to be due from one
party to the other. Claim A. 1 is resisted by the Government of Cyrenaica.
Claim B. 2 is disputed by Her Majesty's Government who admit no liability
in respect of any part thereof.

The Government of the United Kingdom in a spirit of co-operation and
good will and in order to put an end to long-standing disagreements between
the two Governments are prepared to agree to a mutual cancellation of all
listed claims disputed and undisputed; it being understood that.the settlement
is complete and final and represents no admission whatever'by either party to
liability in respect of any disputed claims,

I have the honour to enquire whether the Government of Cyrenaica would
be willing to agree to a settlement in these terms and if so to propose that
the present Note and Your Excellency's reply to that effect should constitute
an agreement between the two Governments in this matter.
