Your Excellency, Ankara, January 12, 1959,

1 have the honour to inform Your Excellency that certain revisions have
been made in the estimated cost of the refit of the four “M "™ Class
destroyers purchased by the Government of the Turkish Republic, which
formed the subject of the Exchange of Notes of August 16, 1957(")
(hereinafter referred to as *° the Agreement ") between the Government of the
United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and the Government
of the Turkish Republic.

As a result of a detailed assessment of thc cost of certain items of the
work to be undertaken, including the alterations and additional equipment
which the Turkish Government considered to be necessary; it is estimated
that the cost of the refits will exceed the estimate of £500,000 per ship
mentioned in paragraph (2) of the Agreément by a total of £400,000 for the
four ships. This revised estimate has been agreed by representatives of the
Turkish Government appointed for that purpose.

Moreover, further variations may occur thereafter in the cost of the refits
as the work progresses, The final cost of the refits and alterations will in
-any case not be fully known until the end of the refit period.

The Government of the United Kingdom, therefore, in order to provide
for the estimated increase in the cost of the refits and of the alterations and’
additional equipment, and to make some provision for further possible
fluctuations in their cost, propose as follows: —

(1) In order to take account of the revisions mentioned in the second
paragraph of this Note, the estimated maximum cost of the refit of the
ships shall be increased from the limits specified in paragraph (2) of
the Agreement to a total of £2-4 million for the four ships.

(2) The total sum of £2-9 million made available to the Turkish
Government by the provisions of paragraph (4) and referred to in
paragraph (6) of the Agreement shall be increased forthwith by
£400,000 so as to make a total sum of £33 million.

(3) The Government of the United Kingdom may further increase or
reduce this sum to meet the final cost of the refits and of the alterations
and additional equipment, by an amount not exceeding 209 of the
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£400.000 by which the loan has been increased, i.e., between limits
of £320,000 and £480,000, without further authority from the Turkish
Government.

(4) The addition made to the loan in accordance with paragraphs (2) and
(3) above shall be subject to the terms for repayment of the loan set
out in paragraphs (5) and (6) of the Agreement.

If the foregoing proposals are acceptable to the Government of the
Turkish Republic, I have the honour to suggest that this Note, together with
Your Excellency’s reply in that sense, should be regarded as constituting an
agreement between the two Governments modifying the Agreement effected
by the Exchange of Notes under reference with effect from this day’s date.
