The Head of the United Kingdom Delegation to the Organisation for European
Economic Co-operation to the Head of the Danish Delegation

Your Excellency, ' ' Paris, April 28, 1959,

1. 1 have the homour to refer to the Exchange of Notes of the
30th of March, 1951,(1) between the Government of the United Kingdom of
Great Britain and Northern Ireland and the Government of Denmark
concerning the funding of the balance of Danish Kroner held for account of
the United Kingdom Government; to the Agreement of the 19th of September,
1950, for the Establishment of a Euwropean ‘Payments Union(®), to the
Decision of the Council of the Organisation for European Economic
Co-operation dated the 30th of December, 1958, confirming the termination
of the Agreement of the 19th of September, 1950, at the close of business
on the 27th of December, 1958: and to the Decision of the Council of the
Organisation for European Economic Co-operation of the 30th of January,
1959, by virtue of which it was established that, in accordance with the
provisions of Annex B to the Agreement of the 19th of September, 1950,
there is a debt of One million sixty two thousand five hundred and thirty
units of account due from the United Kingdom Government to the Government
of Denmark. .

2., The United Kingdom Government propose that :—

(a) the debt of One million sixty two thousand five hundred and thlrty units
of account referred to above shall be converted into sterling ‘at the
following rate of exchange between the unit of account and sterling,
namely, 2-80 units of account equal one pound sterling; ‘

(b) the debt of Three hundred and seventy nine thousand four hundred
and seventy five pounds sterling established by virtue of the preceding
sub-paragraph shall be deemed to-have been repaid by the United
Kingdom Government on the 16th of January, 1959, by virtue of having
been offset on that date against an equivalent amount due by the
Danish Government to the United Kingom Government under the
Sterling Bond annexed to the Exchange of Notes of the 30th of March,
1951,

(¢) by virtue of the: preceding sub-paragraph, the instalments of
One hundred and eighty three thousand three hundred and thirty three
. pounds six shillings and eight pence and One hundred and eighty two
thousand seven hundred and fifty one pounds eleven shillings falling
due under the aforementioned Sterling Bond on the 31st of December,
1959, and the 31st of January, 1960, respectively, and Thirteen thousand
three hundred and ninety pounds two shillings and four pence of the
instalment falling due on the 30th of November, 1959, shall accordingly

be deemed to have been paid by the Danish Government.

If the foregoing proposals are acceptable to the Danish Government,
I have the honour to suggest that this Note together with Your Excellency’s
reply in that sense should be regarded as constituting an Agreement between
the two Governments in this matter which shall enter into effect on this
day’s date.
