between the Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern. Irelandrand,the Government. of the' Lebanese, Republic for Air
Services between and beyond their respective territories 'signed at Beirut on
the 15th 'of 'August,- 1951.(') During these discussions it was agreed in
principle that the,revised Schedule set out in the Annex to the present Note
should taketli.place of: the Schedule'to "the'said A'greeuienLas amended by
the Exchanges of Notes of the 24th of June, 1953,() and the 10th of December,

I have the honour to inform Your. Excellency that the revised Schedule of
Routes is acceptable_to the Governnieiit'of;the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and-Northern Ireland and to propose that it should be substituted for
the Schedule to the said Agreement. If it is also acceptable to the
Government of the Lebanese Republic; Ilhave the honour to suggest that
this Note together with its Annex and Your Excellency's reply in that sense
should be regarded as constituting an Agreement between the two
Governments which shall take effect immediately.

Routes to be operated by the designated airline or airlines of-the )

United Kingdom

1. London-not more than three-of the following points on any one
service: Frankfurt, Dusseldorf, Munich, Geneva, Zurich, Milan; 7Rome,

Malta, Vienna, Athens, Istanbul-Beirut-Damascus-Baghdad or Basra or
Abadan or Teheran-Kuwait-Bahrain-Doha-Karachi-points beyond.

2. Doha-Bahrain-Kuwait-Basra or Baghdad or Amman-Damascus-
Beirut-Nicosia.

3. Points in Nigeria-Fort Lamy-Khartoum-Beirut.

4. Aden-Jedda-Beirut.

NOTE

(a) The designated airline or airlines of the United Kingdom may on any
or all flights omit calling at any of the above-mentioned points,
provided that' the agreed services on these routes begin at a point in
United Kingdom territory.

(b) On the above routes, no traffic rights may be exercised on the sectors
Beirut / Amman, Beirut / Damascus , Beirut / Baghdad, Beirut / Khartoum
and Beirut / Jedda.

Section 11

Routes to be operated by the designated airline or airlines of

the Lebanon

1. Beirut-not more than three of the following points on any one
service: Istanbul, Athens, Rome, Milan, Vienna, Geneva, Zurich, Basle,
Frankfurt, Paris, Brussels-London.

2. Beirut-Nicosia-Ankara.

3. Beirut-Damascus-Kuwait-Dhahran-Bahrain-Doha-Karachi - points
beyond not in United Kingdom territory (except Australia).

4. Beirut - Khartoum - Fort Lamy - Kano - Lagos - points not in United
Kingdom territory-Freetown-Bathurst-Dakar.

5. Beirut-Jedda-Aden.

NOTE

(a) The designated airline or airlines of the Lebanon may on any or all
flights omit calling at any of the above-mentioned points, provided
that the agreed services on these routes begin at a point in Lebanese
territory.



(b) On the above routes, no traffic rights may be exercised on the sectors
Nicosia/Ankara, Kuwait/ Damascus, Bahrain/Damascus, Doha/
Damascus, Kano/Dakar, and Lagos/Dakar.

(r) Notwithstanding the exclusion of points in United Kingdom territory
beyond Karachi from the rights granted in Lebanese route 3, the
Lebanese airline or airlines designated for that route may operate to
or through Hong Kong on that route and may exercise traffic rights
there on the sector Hong Kong/Beirut only.
