Translation of No. 1

Ministry of Foreign Affairs,
Moscow, September 22, 1960.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics
presents its compliments to the Embassy of Great Britain and with reference
to the Embassy’s Note No. 599 of the 26th of August, 1960, has the honour to
state that in principle the Soviet side has no objections to the introduction,
proposed in this Note, of amendments to the Air Service Agreement between
the Government of the U.S.S.R. and the Government of Grezat Britain, signed
on the 19th of December, 1957(").

However, taking into account that such amendments to schedules may also
occur in future, the Soviet side proposes that in the interests of avoiding the
necessity of frequently revising Article I, Sections 1 and 3 of Article 1 of the
said Agreement should read as follows :—

Article 1 (1). ‘ Each Contracting Party grants to the other Contracting
Party the right to operate air services between Moscow and London in both
directions with or without stops at intermediate points situated on the
territory of third countries (hereinafter referred to as the * agreed
services ).

Article I (3). ‘In operating the agreed services:

(a) B.E.A. is authorised to carry passengers, cargo and mail between
London and intermediate stopping points situated on the territory of
third countries, and between London and Moscow in both
directions.

(b) Aeroflot is authorised to carry passengers, cargo and mail between
Moscow and intermediate stopping points situated on the territory
of third countries, and between Moscow and London in both
directions.’

The Ministry states that if the British side agrees with this proposed
amendment, the present Note and the British side’s reply to it will be regarded
as official documents, bringing the above amendments into force.
