Anlasmanm (a) fikrasinda kayith tutunlerin mubayaasma muhassas
Turk liralanndan 7.700.000 liranin, Birlesik Krallik dahil veya haricinde
istihlak edilmek uzere 1960 mahsulu beyaz arpa mubayaasmda istimali kabul
edilmistir.

Yukandaki hususun Birlesik Kralltk Hukumetince de kabul olundugunun
teyid buyurulmasmt Ekselanslanndan rica ile bu mektup ve Ekselanslannm
bu mektuba verecekleri cevaplarmm iki Hakumet arasinda vanlan ve 4 Eylut
1961 tarihi itibariyle yururluge giren bir Anlasma telakki edilmesini teklif
eylemekle §eref duyanm.

Your Excellency, Ankara, October 25, 1961.
As a result of discussions held in Ankara in an effort to facilitate the

implementation of the Special Agreement concluded at Ankara on the 19th of
October, 1939, as applied by the arrangement relating to the loan of £15

million sterling at 3%. 1939,(') and by the Agreement between the Government
of the United Kingdom and the Turkish Government regarding a loan of
two million pounds , concluded at Paris on the Sth of January, 1940, together
with the Agreement regarding the repayment of certain credits granted to
Turkey relating to armaments, concluded at Ankara on the 11th of February,
1954,(2) an Agreement was concluded on the 9th of December, 1960,(') by an
Exchange of Notes and later its validity was extended to the 1st of December.
1961.(') In accordance with paragraph (d) of the latter Agreement and with
the object of liquidating the Turkish Lira Accounts the Turkish Government
are prepared to accept the following amendment to the Agreement.

It is agreed that 7,700,000 of the Turkish liras mentioned in paragraph (a)
of the Agreement may be used for the purchase of white barley of the 1960
crop for consumption inside and/or outside the United Kingdom.

I have the honour to request that Your Excellency would confirm that the
above arrangement is acceptable also to the Government of the United
Kingdom and to propose that this Note and Your Excellency's reply to that
effect shall be regarded as constituting agreement between the two Govern-
ments which shall have taken effect on the 4th of September. 1961.
