CONVENTION CONCERNING THE PARTIAL REVISION OF THE
CONVENTIONS ADOPTED BY THE GENERAL CONFERENCE
OF THE INTERNATIONAL LABOUR ORGANISATION AT ITS
FIRST THIRTY-TWO SESSIONS FOR THE PURPOSE OF
STANDARDISING THE PROVISIONS REGARDING THE
PREPARATION OF REPORTS BY THE GOVERNING BODY
OF THE INTERNATIONAL LABOUR OFFICE ON THE
WORKING OF CONVENTIONS ADOPTED BY THE
CONFERENCE AT ITS FORTY -FIFTH SESSION, GENEVA,
26 JUNE 1961

The General Conference of the International Labour Organisation,

Having been convened at Geneva by the Governing Body of the Inter-
national Labour Office, and having met in its Forty-fifth Session on
7 June 1961, and

Having decided upon the adoption of certain proposals with regard to the
partial revision of the Conventions adopted by the General Conference
of the International Labour Organisation at its first thirty- two sessions
for the purpose of standardising the provisions regarding the prepa-
ration of reports by the Governing Body of the International Labour
Office on the working of Conventions, and

Considering that these proposals must take the form of an international
Convention,

adopts this twenty-sixth day of June of the year one thousand nine hundred
and sixty-one the following Convention, which may be cited as the Final
Articles Revision Convention. 1961:

ARTICLE I

In the texts of the Conventions adopted by the International Labour
Conference in the course of its first thirty-two sessions, the Final Article
providing for the presentation by the Governing Body of the International
Labour Office to-the General Conference of a report on the working of the
Convention shall be omitted and the following article shall be substituted
for it:

" At such times as it may consider necessary the Governing Body
of the International Labour Office shall present to the General Conference
a report on the working of this Convention and shall examine the desir-
ability of placing on the agenda of the Conference the question of its
revision in whole or in part."

ARTICLE 2

Any Member of the Organisation which, after the date of the coming
into force of this Convention, communicates to the Director-General of the

Convoquee a Geneve par le Conseil d'administration du Bureau inter-
national du Travail, et s'y etant reunie le 7 juin 1961, en sa quarante-
cinquierne session;

Apres avoir decide d'adopter certaines propositions relatives a la revision
partielle des conventions adoptdes par la Conference generate de
]'Organisation internationale du Travail on ses trente-deux premieres
sessions. en vue d'unifier des dispositions relatives a la preparation des
rapports sur ]'application des conventions par le Conseil d'adminis-
tration du Bureau international du Travail;

Considerant que ces propositions doivent prendre la forme d'une con-
vention internationale,

adopte, cc vingt-sixieme jour de juin mil neuf cent soixante et un, la con-
vention ci-apres, qui sera denommee Convention portant revision des articles
finals, 1961:

ARTICLE I

Dans le texte des conventions adoptees par la Conference internationale
du Travail au cours de ses trente-deux premieres sessions, ]'article final
prevoyant la presentation d'un rapport sur ]'application de la convention,
par le Conseil d'administration du Bureau international du Travail, a In
Conference generale sera omis et remplace par ]'article suivant:

"Chaque fois qu'il le jugera necessaire, le Conseil d'administration
du Bureau international du Travail presentera a la Conference generale
un rapport sur ]'application de la presente convention et examinera s'il
y a lieu d'inscrire a l'ordre du jour de la Conference la question de sa
revision totale ou partielle."

ARTICLE 2

Tout Membre de l'Organisation qui, apres In date de ('entree en vigueur
de la presente convention, communiquera an Directeur general du Bureau
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International Labour Office its formal ratification of any Convention
adopted by the Conference in the course of its first thirty-two sessions shall
be deemed to have ratified that Convention as modified by this Convention.

ARTICLE 3

Two copies of this Convention shall be authenticated by the signature
of the President of the Conference and of the Director -General of the
International Labour Office . Of these copies one shall be deposited in the
archives of the International Labour Office and the other shall be communi-
cated to the Secretary - General of the United Nations for registration in
accordance with article 102 of the Charter of the United Nations .(') The
Director-General shall communicate a certified copy of this Convention to
each of the Members of the International Labour Organisation.

ARTICLE 4

1. The formal ratifications of this Convention shall be communicated to
the Director -General of the International Labour Office.

2. This Convention shall come into force at the date on which the
ratifications of two Members of the International Labour Organisation have
been received by the Director - General.(')

3. On the coming into force of this Convention and on the subsequent
receipt of further ratifications of the Convention, the Director -General of
the International Labour Office shall so notify all the Members of the
International Labour Organisation and the Secretary -General of the United
Nations.

4. Each Member of the Organisation which ratifies this Convention
thereby recognises that the obligation of the Governing Body under
Conventions adopted by the Conference at its first thirty - two sessions to
present to the Conference at the intervals prescribed thereby a report on
the working of each Convention and to examine at such intervals the
desirability of placing on the agehda of the Conference the question of the
revision of the Convention in whole or in part was replaced as from the
first coming into force of this Convention by the provisions of the modified
article set forth in Article I of this Convention.

ARTICLE 5

Notwithstanding anything contained in any of the Conventions adopted
by the Conference in the course of its first thirty -two sessions the ratification
of this Convention by a Member shall not ipso jure involve the denunciation
of any such Convention , nor shall the entry into force of this Convention close
any such Convention to further ratification.

ARTICLE 3

Deux exemplaires de la presente convention seront signes par le President
de la Conference et par le Directeur general du Bureau international du
Travail.

Le Directeur general communiquera une copie certifice
conforme de la prdsente convention it chacun des Membres de ('Organisation
internationale du Travail.

ARTICLE 4

1. Les ratifications formelles de ] a presente convention seront communi-
quees au Directeur general du Bureau international du Travail.

2. La presente convention entrera en vigueur a ] a date oil les ratifications
de deux Membres de ('Organisation internationale du Travail auront ete
revues par le Directeur general.

3. Des ]a date d'entree en vigueur de la presente convention ainsi que des
la reception subscquente de nouvelles ratifications de la presente convention,
le Directeur general du Bureau international du Travail notifiera cc fait a
tous les Membres de ('Organisation internationale du Travail et au Secretaire
general des Nations Unies.

4. Tout Membre qui ratifie la presente convention reconnait que les
dispositions de la clause modifiee enoncee a ('article I ci-dessus remplacent,
des 1'entree en vigueur initiale du present instrument , (' obligation faite au
Conseil d'administration, aux termes des conventions adoptees par la
Conference a ses trente -deux premieres sessions, de presenter a celle-ci, a
des intervalley fixes par lesdites conventions , un rapport sur ]'application
de chacune d'entre elles et d'examiner en meme temps s'il y a lieu d'inscrire
a I'ordre du jour de la Conference la question de sa revision totale ou
partielle.

ARTICLE 5

Nonobstant toute disposition 'figurant dans une des conventions adoptees
par la Conference au cours de ses trente -deux premieres sessions , la ratifi-
cation de la prdsente convention par un Membre n'entrainera pas de plein
droit la denonciation d'une quelconque desdites conventions , et ('entree en
vigueur de la presente convention n'aura pas pour effet de fermer aucune
desdites conventions a de nouvelles ratifications.
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ARTICLE 6

1. Should the Conference adopt a new Convention revising this
Convention in whole or in part, then , unless the new Convention otherwise
provides-

(a) the ratification by a Member of the new revising Convention shall
ipso jure involve the denunciation of this Convention if and when
the new revising Convention shall have come into force;

(b) as from the date when the new revising Convention comes into force
this Convention shall cease to be open to ratification by the Members.

2. This Convention shall in any case remain in force in its actual form
and content for those Members which have ratified it but have not ratified
the revising Convention.

ARTICLE 7

The English and French versions of the Convention are equally
authoritative.
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ARTICLE 6

1. Au cas oil la Conference adopterait une nouvelle convention portant
revision totale ou partielle de la presente convention , et a moins que la
nouvelle convention n'en dispose autrement:

(a) la ratification par un Membre de la nouvelle convention entrainerait de
plein droit denonciation de la prdsente convention , sous reserve que la
nouvelle convention portant revision soit entree en vigueur;

(b) a partir de la date d'entree en vigueur de la nouvelle convention portant
revision, la presente convention cesserait d'etre ouverte a la ratification
des Membres.

2. La presente convention demeurerait en tout cas en vigueur dans sa
forme et teneur pour les Membres qui t'auraient ratifiee et qui tie ratifieraient
pas la convention portant revision.

ARTICLE 7

Les versions francaise et anglaise de la presente convention font
egalement foi.
