Her Brttanmc Majesty's Ambassador at Amman to the Prime Minister of the
Hashemtte Kingdom of Jordan

Muay 235, 1962.‘

I have the honour to refer to our recent discussions concerning proposals
for an interest-free loan by the Government of the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Northern Ireland to the Government of the Hashemite Kingdom
of Jordan during the financial year ending the 31st of March, 1963. Acting
upon instructions from Her Majesty’s Principal Secretary of State for Foreign
Affairs, I now have the honour to propose to Your Excellency the following

terms:

(A) The Government of the United Kingdom will advance to the
Government of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan an interest-free loan
of the sum of £700,000 sterling during the ﬁnanc1al year ending the 31st of
March, 1963.

(B) This sum of money will be allocated as follows:
(i) Desert Road Carpet ... . £200,000
(i) Development of Water Resources

{a) Water resources survey of the area of Jordan
West of the River Jordan and North of

grid reference North 160 ... ... £40,000
(b) Water resources survey of the area between
Wadi Zerka and Wadi Hasa ... £60,000
(¢) Support for the Hydrological Department ... £25,000 ,
———  £125,000
(iii) Cooperative Marketing scheme for olive
Erowers e . . . - £100,000
(iv) To be allocated in a later exchdngc of letters
by agreement between the two Governments ... £275,000
£700,000

{C) The payment of £200,000 sterling for the Desert Road Carpet shall
represent a contribution amounting to two-thirds of the total allocated
expenditure on this item during the financial year ending the 31st of March,
1962, in consideration of which the Government of the Hashemite Kingdom
of Jordan will contribute the remaining one-third amounting to the equivalent
of £100,000 sterling.
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(D) The balance of £11,000 from the sum allocated in last year’s develop-
ment loan for the Jerusalem and District Water Supply shall be allocated to
meet the balance of the cost, during the present financial year, of the water
resources survey west of the River Jordan described at B (ii) (@) above.

(E) The loan shall be repaid by the Government of the Hashemite
Kingdom of Jordan to the Government of the United Kingdom in ten equal
annual instalments of £70,000 beginning on the 1st of April, 1968.

If the foregoing terms are acceptable to the Government of the Hashemite
Kingdom of Jordan, 1 have the honour to suggest that the present Note and
Your Excellency’s reply in that sense should be regarded as constituting an
agreement between the two Governments in this matter.
