Her Majesty’s Ambassador at Rome to the Italian Minister for Foreign Affairs 

British Embassy, 
Your Excellency, Rome, August 28. 1963. 

I have the honour to refer to the discussions which took place in 
April 1963 between representatives of the aeronautical authorities of the 
United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and of the Italian 
Republic regarding the Air Services Agreement signed at Rome on the 
25th of June, 1948,(’) and the Exchange of Notes of the 27th of November, 
1962,(*) made with reference thereto. 

During these discussions it was agreed in principle that the following 
route should be added after route (h) of Section I1 of the Route Schedule 
(Routes to be operated by an airline or airlines designated by the Government 
of the United Kingdom) to the said Agreement: 

“ ( i )  Points in the United Kingdom-Genoa.’’ 

On the instructions of Her Majesty’s Principal Secretary .of State for 
Foreign Affairs, I now have the honour to propose that, if the above 
addition is acceptable to the Government of the Italian Republic, the present 
Note and Your Excellency’s reply in the same sense, should be regarded as 
constituting an Agreement between the two Governments to take effect on the 
date of Your Excellency’s reply.
