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PROTOCOL TO THE INTERNATIONAL CONVENTION FOR THE
NORTHWEST ATLANTIC FISHERIES

The Governments parties to the International Convention for the
Northwest  Atlantic Fisheries signed at Washington under date of
February 8, 1949.(*) which Convention, as amended, is hereinafter referred
to as the Convention, desiring to extend the provisions of the Convention
to harp and hood seals. agree as follows:

ARTICLE 1

The provisions of the Convention shall be applicable with respect to
harp and hood scals in conformity with Articles 11 and 11I of this Protocol.

ARTICLE Tl

I. The Contracting Governments shall establish and maintain a Panel
with jurisdiction respecting harp and hood szals in the Convention area.
Initial representation on the Panel shall be delermined by the International
Commission for the Northwest Atlantic Fisheries on the basis of current
substantial exploitation of harp and hood seals in the Convention area,
except that each Contracting Government with coastline adjacent to the
Convention arca shall have the right Lo representation on the Panel.

2. Panel representation shall be reviewed annually by the. Commission,
which shall have the power, subject to consultation with the Panel, to
determine representation on the Panel on the same basis as provided in
paragraph 1 of this Article for initial representation.

ARTICLE (1]

Proposals in accordance with Article VIII of the Convention for joint
action by Contracting Governments with respect to harp and hood seals
shall become effective for all Contracting Governmenis four months after
the date on which notifications of acceptance have been received by the
Depositary Government from all the Contracting Governments participating
in the Panel for harp and hood seals.

ARTICLE TV

1. This Protocol shall be open for signature and ratification or for
adherence on bchalf of any Government party to the Convention.

2. This Protocol shall enter into force on the date on which instruments
of ratification have been deposited with, or written notifications of adherence
have been received by, the Government of the United States of America,
on behalf of all the Governments parties to the Convention.(*)

4. The Government of the United States of America shall inform all
Governments signatory or adhering to the Convention of -all ratifications
deposited and adherences received and of the date’ this Protocol enters into
force.
