I have the honour to refer to the Air Services Agreement of
November 10, 1950, between Thailand and the United Kingdom(®) and to
the discussions held recently in Bangkok from November 6 to 8, 1967,
between representatives of the Government of Thailand and of the
Government of the United Kingdom. In the course of these discussions
both parties have agreed to revisc the route schedule, annexed to the said
Air Services Agreement including its subsequent amendments and to replace
it by the following route schedules:

If the aforesaid proposals are acceptable to the Government of the
United Kingdom, 1 have the honour to suggest that the present Note and
Your Excellency’s Note in reply shall be regarded as constituting an
Agreement between the two Govermments on this matter, with effect on and
from the date of Your Exceilency’s reply Note.
