I have the honour to refer to the discussions which took place at London
from the 17th to the 21st of June, 1968 regarding the amendment of the
Schedule to the Agreement between the Government of the United Kingdom
of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and the Government of Kuwait for Air
Services between and beyond their respective territories, signed at Kuwait
on the 24th of May, 1960.,() as revised by the Exchange of Notes dated the

2nd of June, 1963.(%) -

During these discussions it was agreed in principle that the revised
Schedule set out in the enclosure to this Note should be substituted for the
Schedule to the Agreement.

In accordance with Article 11 (1) of the Agreement, I now have the honour
to confirm to you that the revised Schedule is acceptable to the Government
of the United Kingdom and to propose that, if it is also acceptable to the
Government of Kuwait, the present Note together with its enclosure and
your reply in that sense shall be regarded as constituting an Agreement
bétween the two Governments in this matter which shall enter into force on
this day’s date

Section 1

Routes to be operated by the designated airline or airlines of the United
Kingdom: o

(1) London-Dusseldorf or Frankfurt-Zurich or Geneva-Rome-Athens-
Istanbul or Beirut or Damascus or Amman or Cairo-Baghdad or
Abadan-Kuwait-Bahrain-Doha or Abu Dhabi or Dubai—Karachi and
beyond.

(2) Bahrain—-Kuwait.

(3) Sharjah or Dubai or Abu Dhabi or Doha-Kuwait.

(Notes :
1. The designated airline or airlines of the United Kingdom may on any

or all flights omit calling at any of the above-mentioned points provided the
agreed services on these routes begin at a point in United Kingdom territory.

2. No traffic may be uplifted in Kuwait for discharge in Athens and no
traffic uplifted in Athens may be discharged in Kuwait.)

Section 11
Routes to be operated by the designated airline or airlines of Kuwait :

(1) Kuwait-Abadan or Baghdad-Cairo or Damascus or Beirut or
Istanbul-Athens~Tripoli (Libya) or Rome-Geneva or Zurich-
Frankfurt or Dusseldorf or Hamburg—-Nice or Paris-London.

(2) Kuwait-Dhahran-Doha—Karchi-Bombay.

(3) Kuwait-Bahrain-Karachi—-Bombay.

(4) Kuwait—Abu Dhabi or Dubai or Sharjah-Karachi-Bombay.
(5) Kuwait-Doha-Aden.

{Notes :

1. Except as is provided in Note 3 below, the designated airline or
airlines of Kuwait may on any or all flights omit calling at any of the
above-mentioned points provided that the agreed services on these routes
begin at a point in Kuwait territory. '

2. No traffic may be uplifted in London for discharge in Athens and
no traffic uplifted in Athens may be discharged in London.

3. Services operating on Route (4) above shall not terminate at Abu
Dhabi or Dubai or Sharjah except by agreement between the designated
airline or airlines of the United Kingdom and of Kuwait for services on
Route (3) of Section I above, and Route (4) of Section II above respectively.
Failing such agreement, the said services shall not terminate at Abu Dhabi
or Dubai or Sharjah except by agreement between the United Kingdom and
Kuwait aeronautical authorities.)
