The Minister of the Economy and Industry of Libya to Her Majesty's
Ambassador at Tripoli
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[Translation of No. 1]

Your Excellency,

After greetings, ' o .

1-have the honour to refer to discussions which have taken place:between
representatives of the Government of the Libyan Arab Republic and the
Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland
concerning the relations between the Libyan Arab Republic and the United
Kingdom in which it was stated on behalf of the Libyan Arab Republic that -
the Government considered that the reasons for the continuation of the Treaty
of Friendship and Alliance signed at Benghazi on the 29th of July, 1953,
together with the Financial Agreement and the Agreement concerning
military matters signed there on the same date,(*) had disappeared with the
revolution of the 1st of September, 1969, and in which expression was given
to the willingness of the Government of the United Kingdom that agreement
should be reached on the termination of the Treaty and the Agreements.

An understanding was reached during these discussions between the
Government of the Libyan Arab Republic and the Government of the United
Kingdom, that the proposed termination should be without prejudice to any
outstanding financial questions or claims which have arisen out of the Treaty
as well as from the Financial and Military Agreements, including the claim
of the Government of the Libyan Arab Republic for financial assistance
pursuant to Article 3 of the Treaty and the Financial Agreement in respect
of the period from the Ist of April, 1965 to the 31st of March, 1970, and
without prejudice to the maintenance of their respective positions by either
of the Governments with regard to any such question or claim.

_An understanding was also reached that the present position should
continue with respect to the War Cemetery and British Military Cemetery in
Tripoli (hiring No. 1110) and the land used as a British Military Cemetery
in Benghazi (hiring No. 281), which were included in the list of Agreed Lands,
until such time as an agreement may be entered into between the Government
of the Libyan Arab Republic and Commonwealth Governments on the status
of the Commonwealth War Graves Commission in the Libyan Arab Republic
and the cemeteries for whose maintenance the Commission is responsible.

Accordingly, I now have the honour to propose that, subject to the
understanding ‘aforesaid, the Treaty of Friendship and Alliance between Libya
and the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland signed -at
Benghazi on the 29th of July, 1953, together with the Financial Agreement
and the Agreement concerning military matters signed on the same date, shall
be terminated, notwithstanding the terms of Article 6 of the Treaty and of
Article 5 of the Financial Agreement and Article 35 of the Military
Agreement.

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If the foregoing proposal is acceptable to the Government of the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, T have the honour to suggest
that this Note and your reply to that effect shall constitute an Agrecment
between the two Governments in this matter which shall enter into force on
the date of your reply.
