2. if the presence of the person in custody is needed at criminal
proceedings pending in Sweden,

3. if the offence referred to in the request is not a crime under
Swedish law or if the offence is a political or military offence,

4. if there are other overriding grounds for not transferring the
person in custody,

The request shall contains details of

1. the name of the person in custody and his place of detention,
2. the criminal offence and the time and place of the offence,

3. what the hearing or confrontation will cover, and

4. how long the person in custody will need to be present in the
foreign state.

The Minister of Justice may grant permission for the
transportation through Sweden of a person in custody in a
foreign state who is to be transferred to another state for a
hearing or confrontation.
