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PROTOCOL
SUPPLEMENTARY TO THE AIR SERVICES AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE UNITED KINGDOM
OF GREAT BRITAIN AND NORTHERN IRELAND AND THE
GOVERNMENT OF THE UNION OF SOVIET SOCIALIST
REPUBLICS SIGNED AT LONDON ON 19 DECEMBER, 1957

The Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern
Ircland and the Government of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics,
Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE ]

(1} The Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireland designate the British Airways Board to operate the agreed
services under the Agreement between that Government and the Government
of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics concerning Air Services, signed
at London on 19 December, 1957,(!) as amended by the Exchanges of Notes
on 22 September/14 October, 1960(%) and 11 February/14 April, 1969("
(hereinafter referred to as * the Agreement ™) and under this Protocol. The
British Airways Board will trade as British Airways.

(2) The provisions of the Agreement, in so far as they apply to BEA,
shall be understood as applying to British Airways.

(3) The Government of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics entrust
the Ministry of Civil Aviation of the USSR with the operation of the agreed
services under the Agreement and under this Protocol, and the latter
designates for this purpose the Central Department of International Air
Services Aeroflot “ Soviet Airlines ” (hereinafter referred to as “ Aeroflot ™).

(4y The Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireland may, where necessary, designate another United Kingdom
airline instead of British Airways and the Ministry of Civil Aviation of the
USSR may, where necessary, designate another Soviet airline instead of
Aerofiot for the operation of such agreed services. The provisions of the
Agreement, in so far as they apply to British Airways and Aeroflot, shall
also apply to any other airline so designated.

ARTICLE 2

(1) In addition to the agreed services provided for in Article 1 of the
Agreement, and subject to the provisions of this Protocol, each Contracting
Party grants to the other Contracting Party the right to operate air services
on the route London-Moscow-Tokyo in both directions.

(2) Each designated airline shall have traffic rights on each of the sectors
London-Moscow, London-Tokyo and Moscow-Tokyo.

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(3) The capacity to be provided on the route London-Moscow-Tokyo
shall be determined in the same way as for the routes London-Moscow and
London-L eningrad as provided for in Article 3 of the Agreement.

ARTICLE 3

This Protocol shall be supplementary to the 1957 Agreement and shall
be read in conjunction with that Agreement.

ARTICLE 4

This Protocol shall be deemed to have entered in force .on 30 October
1980 and shall remain in force until terminated either:

(@) on the expiry of a period of six months from the date of receipt by
one Contracting Party of the notification by the other Contracting
Party of its intention to terminate its validity: or

(b) on the termination of the 1957 Agreement in accordance with Articl
14 of that Agreement. '

Tn witness whereof the undersigned, being duly authorised thereto by their
respective Governments, have signed this Protocol.

Done in duplicate at Moscow this 20th day of February 1981 in the
English and Russian languages, both texts being equaily authoritative.
