Your Excellency,

I have the honour to refer to the Agreement between the Government of
Mauritius and the Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireland for Air Services between their respective Territories signed
at Port Louis on 12th July 1973(%, and to discussions which took place at
Port Louis from 3rd March to 9th March 1981 inclusive between the
aeronautical authorities of the two Governments. During these discussions,
it was agreed in principle that the revised route schedule set out in the
Annex to this Note should be substituted for that contained in the Annex
to the Agreement.

I now have the honour, in accordance with Article 14 of the Agreement,
to inform Your Excellency that the revised route schedule is acceptable to the
Government of Mauritius and, if it is also acceptable to the Government
of the United Kingdom, to propose that this Note together with its Annex
and Your Excellency’s reply in that sense, should constitute an Agrecment
between the two Governments in this matter which shall enter into force
on the date of Your Excellency’s reply.

Route to be operated by the designated airline or airlines of the United

Points in Mauritius—Seychelles—Lilongwe—Dar-es-Salaam-Nairobi-
Two points from Athens, Rome, Zurich, Geneva, Frankfuri and
Paris—A point in the United Kingdom.

The designated airline or airlines of Mauritius may on any or
all flights on the route serve the points included in it in any
order and may omit calling at any of them provided that the
services begin at a point in Mauritian territory.

The use of the phrase * Two points from Athens, Rome, Zurich,
Geneva, Frankfurt and Paris” in the description of the route
specified in this Section of the Schedule to the Agreement means
that any two such points may be served on any flight at the
choice of the relevant designated airline(s).

No traffic originating in or destined for the United Kingdom
may be uplified or discharged at intermediate points except as
specifically agreed between the acronautical authorities.
