March 1958 concerning the adoption of uniform conditions of
approval and reciprocal recognition of approval for motor
vehicle equipment and parts.

In the European Communities the provisions of Directive
70/220/EEC on the approximation of the laws of the Member
States relating to measures to be taken against air pollution by
gases from positive -ignition engines of motor vehicles, as
amended by Directive 83/351/EEC, were in conformity with
ECE Regulation No. 15/04 . As a result of Directive 88/76/EEC,
however, provisions on exhaust -gas behaviour and other
requirements to be met by fuels that are more stringent than
those set forth in ECE Regulation 15/04 have come into effect.

For reasons relating to environment policy, the Federal
Republic of Germany can no longer approve motor vehicles
meeting only the less stringent requirements of ECE Regulation
No. 15/04 with regard to exhaust -gas behaviour.
The Federal Republic of Germany intends , together with

France , to submit to the United Nations the draft of a new ECE
regulation that both maintains a link with ECE Regulation
No. 15/04 and contains the more stringent provisions of
Directive 88/76/EEC. The goal of this course of action is to
ensure a gradual transition.
