Your Excellency

I have the honour to refer to the Agreement between the Government of the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and the Government of Malaysia for air
services between and beyond their respective territories signed at London on 24 May 1973!,
as amended', and to discussions which took place at London from 9-10 March 1989
between the Aeronautical Authorities of the two Governments. During these discussions
it was agreed that the Schedule set out at Annex A to this letter should replace the Schedule
set out at Annex A to the said Agreement as amended.

If the foregoing proposal is acceptable to the Government of Malaysia I have the
honour to propose that this letter with its Annex, and Your Excellency's reply in that sense,
shall constitute an Agreement between the two Governments in this matter which shall
enter into force on the date of Your Excellency's reply.
