BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE UNITED KINGDOM OF GREAT
BRITAIN AND NORTHERN IRELAND AND THE GOVERNMENT OF

UKRAINE REGARDING THE PROPOSED TRANSFER BY THE BRITISH

ANTARCTIC SURVEY ("BAS") OF THEIR RESEARCH STATION AT
FARADAY IN THE BRITISH ANTARCTIC TERRITORY TO THE

ANTARCTIC RESEARCH CENTRE OF THE NATIONAL ACADEMY OF

SCIENCES OF UKRAINE (ARC)

Your Excellency

I have the honour to refer to discussions between the Government of the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland ("Government of the United Kingdom")
and the Government of Ukraine regarding the proposed transfer by the British Antarctic
Survey ("BAS") of their research station at Faraday in the British Antarctic Territory
to the Antarctic Research Centre of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine
(ARC). Such a transfer would further international scientific cooperation in Antarctica
as envisaged by Article II of the Antarctic Treaty', and would enable Ukrainian scientists
to continue playing an active part in Antarctic research.

(2) I have pleasure to inform you that the Government of the United Kingdom
gives their consent to the transfer of the station on 31 March 1996 in accordance
with the provisions of a Memorandum of Understanding between BAS and ARC
("MOU")Z signed today regarding the transfer and subject to the terms and conditions
set out below:

(a) As from the date of transfer, the Government of Ukraine shall ensure that the
station and all activities, including logistic and support services, carried out at or
in connection with the station, are conducted fully in accordance with the provisions
of the Antarctic Treaty, measures recommended under Article IX thereof, and the
Protocol on Environmental Protection to the Antarctic Treaty ("the Protocol"),
and the MOU.

(b) It is the intention of the United Kingdom to propose that the building on Galindez
Island near to the station, known as the "Wordie Hut", should be listed as an
Historic Site or Monument in accordance with Annex V to the Protocol. The
Government of Ukraine shall ensure that the building is not damaged, removed
or destroyed; and if it is so listed shall ensure that it is used and maintained in
accordance with a Management Plan agreed by BAS and ARC.

(c) As from the date of the transfer, the station shall be known by a new name, to
be agreed by our two Governments and confirmed in diplomatic notes.

(d) The Government of Ukraine shall ensure that the station will continue to be used
for the purpose of scientific research. To this end, the Government of Ukraine
shall ensure that the magnetic, ionospheric and meteorological observations currently
carried out by the station, and which are of great importance to the international
scientific community, shall continue for at least 10 years from the date of the
transfer, and the data collected during such observations provided free of charge
to BAS, and international bodies nominated by BAS on the advice of Antarctic
Treaty Consultative Meetings, during that period. In return BAS will provide, free
of charge, training to ARC staff in the taking of such observations. The detailed
arrangements are contained in the MOU.

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(e) Ownership and possession of the station , including its buildings and structures
and all fixed fittings, fixed equipment and fixed scientific instruments, shall be
transferred by BAS to ARC, free of charge, in accordance with the provisions of
the MOU.

(f) BAS has informed the Government of the United Kingdom and ARC that it has
taken the irreversible decision to end its presence at the station by 31 March
1996 at the latest. The Government of Ukraine accepts, therefore, that should
BAS not be satisfied that ARC will be in a position to meet completely its
commitments under the MOU with regard to the transfer of the station by 31
March 1996, BAS will continue with its closure programme and close the station
by that date.

(g) The United Kingdom reserves the right, following the transfer, to carry out
inspections of the station in accordance with Article VII of the Antarctic Treaty
and Article 14 of the Protocol.

(h) The further transfer of ownership or possession of the station to a third party,
or closure of the station, shall require the prior written consent of the Government
of the United Kingdom. In giving consent the Government of the United Kingdom
may impose such conditions as it considers appropriate to ensure the continued
application of the provisions of paragraphs (a), (b) and (d) above.

(i) In the event of any conflict between the above provisions and those of the MOU,
the above provisions shall prevail.

If the above terms and conditions are acceptable to the Government of Ukraine, I
have the honour to suggest that this Note and your reply to that effect shall constitute
an Agreement between the Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireland and the Government of Ukraine which shall enter into force today.
